8.     D.P.W. Report     
Water Leak – 18 Cary Avenue    Supervisor Laney received a call on Saturday regarding a water leak at 18 Cary Avenue.  The leak was between the curb stop and the house, and is the homeowner’s responsibility.     

Low Lead Meters  Supervisor Laney contacted the Genesee County Health Department regarding the new requirements for low lead meters.   He was told municipalities will be required to comply as of January, 2014.   The current meters and any stock on hand will be grandfathered in.  We will not be required to scrap what we have.  Any purchases made after January, 2014 will have to meet the low lead standards.    Samples taken in April were well within the standards.   The new meters will cost approximately $105.00.    Trustee Yasses suggested sending a letter to the Town informing them of the new standards for their new water districts.      

Water Seminar   Supervisor Laney requested permission for himself and one other employee to attend a Western New York Water Works Seminar on February 13, 2013 at the Clarion Inn in Batavia, New York.  The cost is $20/person.

9.  Sewer Plant Update  Trustee Armbrewster reported that Camden Group will be needing internet access at the sewer plant for training and reporting purposes. Trustee Armbrewster also reported that there has not been any sludge hauling since last April.  
10.  Trustee Yasses   

Sidewalk Plowing   Trustee Yasses would like the Board to consider plowing the sidewalks on the weekends.  Supervisor Laney said it takes 7-8 hours if they use the snow blower, 4 – 5 hours with the broom.    
Stamp Project   Trustee Yasses suggested having Clark Patterson review our Zoning Laws in view of the Stamp Project coming.  Tom Carpenter said he would do it for free.  If changes are needed they would help with that.

Sheriff Patrol Schedule   From August through December there are 11 shifts that were not scheduled * scheduled but not filled.  Trustee Yasses asked if we wanted to add those to the shifts scheduled in 2013.  The Board felt there have been good results with the number of shifts scheduled.   If it continues to go well, we can stay with the current schedule and roll those shifts into the next budget year.         

Ambulance Fuel   Trustee Yasses suggested the Board review the Village payment of fuel for the ambulance.
