A regular monthly meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster, followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present: Shelly D’Alba, and David Boyle, Joan Stevens. Absent Trustee: Scott Boring.

PUBLIC COMMENTS: 

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Residents Request for Re-imbursement of Sewer Line Issue. 
Mr. Michael Bielski’s request for re-imbursement for sewer line was heard by the Board of Trustees. Mayor Armbrewster states the Village does not replace personal lines. 

2. PSM/CIR PPA and Solar Panel Agreement. Solar Panel agreement. Mayor Armbrewster states the expense of getting this system operational must be no cost to the Village. $40,000 cannot be paid upfront and changes the contract. 

3. Fire Truck Apparatus Financing or Bonding. The Board of Trustees reviewed all submitted proposals. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’Alba to approve 7 year financing through PNC Bank’s Municipal Equipment Program contingent on leasing proving to be the lowest cost option for the Village and all legal steps are in accordance with New York State Law governing financing, Second by Trustee Boyle. 4. GCEDC- MOU for Water Supply Update post meeting. Mayor Armbrewster states the Village will be sending them an invoice for construction of the water tower as it was built in preparation of the STAMP Project in the amount of $200,000.
