RESOLUTION # 15 – 2016 AMENDING APPENDIX A OF WATER RULES AND REGULATIONS
           ADOPTED JUNE, 1990.  Effective June 1, 2016

APPENDIX A - FEE SCHEDULE 

UNIT DEFINITION    
Residential/Commercial    Each single-family residential dwelling shall be considered one unit and will typically have a 1-inch or less service line and a ¾ inch meter.  Included in this category will be single family houses, mobile homes, and individual apartments.  Multiple single-family dwellings on the same parcel of land will each be considered an individual unit.  Seasonal or non-continuous occupancy will not be taken into consideration when determining what constitutes a unit.  Any facility will be considered as a minimum of one unit.  
Agricultural    Agricultural facilities will be assigned an equivalent number of units based on the following method:    The average daily usage divided by 1,500 gpd = number of units.  Average daily usage will be determined by prior year history – to be reviewed annually.  The number of units for new accounts will be based on the 1st quarter of usage, and will be adjusted at the end of the 1st full year.

WASTEWATER TREATMENT FACILITY AND COLLECTION SYSTEM IMPROVEMENT PROJECT 

WHERE AS, The Village is considering undertaking a Wastewater Treatment Facility and Collection System Improvement Project, and

WHERE AS, The project is generally described as follows:

The Wastewater Treatment Facility portion of the project involves the replacement and repair of existing equipment, structures, electrical and mechanical systems as well as the installation of new systems to increase efficiency, resiliency, reliability and sustainability, including installation of a ground mounted solar farm.  The Collection System improvements include repair and replacement of Village owned collection system components including storm water separation and reuse to prevent storm water inflow into the sanitary sewer system.  Also included is the installation of a ground mounted solar array on a Village owned parcel adjacent to the Wastewater Treatment Facility. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that in accordance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review (SEQR) regulations, the Village Board of the Village of Oakfield hereby announces that there was no objection by those notified agencies to the Village assuming Lead Agency status in its intent to conduct an environmental review of the Wastewater Treatment Facility and Collection System Improvement Project.  The Board has prepared an Environmental Assessment of the significance of and potential environmental impact of the proposed project, as described below.

	FURTHER RESOLVED, the Village Board has determined that, the proposed action is an unlisted action as defined under SEQR; and, be it

	FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Village Board hereby accepts the long form Environmental Assessment Parts 1, 2 and 3 that have been prepared for this project, and be it

	FURTHER RESOLVED, the Village Board has notified the Involved Agencies of its intention to act as Lead Agency for this project and has provided them with a copy of the long form Environmental Assessment Part 1.  Furthermore, Parts 2 and 3 of the Full Environmental Assessment Form were prepared.  The Village Board further declares that, based on the Environmental Assessment which has been prepared in Parts 1, 2 and 3, the project will result in no significant damage to the environment.  Therefore, the Village Board declares that a Negative Declaration under SEQR is therefore issued for this project; and,
