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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

January 28, 2013
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:    Shelly D’Alba, Jason Armbrewster, Joan Stevens and Jeremy Yasses.      
Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Jim Russell. 
Jim Russell  Mr. Russell spoke to the Board regarding property he owns at 59 N. Pearl Street.  He ran a business  there from 2005 to 2010.   He was recently informed that the use variance granted to him in 2004 is not valid.   He has a tenant that is interested in purchasing the property to operate a business.   Zoning Officer  Robinson sent a letter to Mr. Russell telling him that a proper variance would need to be issued before he can consider a change in use.   Mr. Russell asked if the Board would waive the application fee, since he has paid the fee once and the variance was issued in error.  
A Motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to waive the application fee for a use variance for property at 59 N. Pearl Street.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

OLD BUSINESS

1.  Local Law – Peddlers & Solicitors  The Board agreed on the following changes to the draft local law for Peddlers & Solicitors:

a. Section 6:  Fee - $50.00/day.
b. Section 5:  If license is revoked they cannot reapply for 1 year.

c. Section 5:  There will be a 24 hour waiting period before license is issued.

d. Section 8(A):  Hours will be 9:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m.

e. Delete section 8(C) and 8(F).

f. Require photo ID to be visible showing company name.

g. No peddling or soliciting on Sundays.

        The Board scheduled a Public Hearing for the next meeting, February 11, 2013 at 5:30 p.m.  
2. Sewer Plant Upgrade   Mayor Pastecki reported that Steve Mountain would like to attend a budget meeting to update the Board on his evaluation of the sewer plant.  The Mayor will schedule a date.  
3. MRB Energy Audit   The Clerk was asked to contact MRB to get a proposal for replacement of windows, insulation and roof.   
NEW BUSINESS   

1. Approval of Minutes –   Trustee Yasses requested a correction to #10 under New Business, Sheriff Patrol Schedule  should read “11 shifts that were scheduled and not filled”.   A  Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve the minutes of the January 14, 2013 meeting with the correction to #10 “Sheriff Patrol Schedule”.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Jeremy Yasses.

2. Financial Reports The Board reviewed the December, 2012 financial reports.
3. Camden Report   The Board reviewed Camden Group’s monthly report for December, 2012.   They are looking at quotes for a computer and internet service.   
4. D.P.W. Report     
Water Tower Leak    Supervisor Laney has been in contact with Larry Fotevski from Global Contracting to repair the leak in the water tower.   There has not been any progress yet.  They cannot weld in the rain.  Mr. Fotevski will be here tomorrow to assess the situation, and will try to get it repaired this week - weather permitting.   The area has been quarantined off.   Supervisor Laney looked into lowering the tank, but numerous adjustments would need to be made to the telemetry panel and altitude valve and he does not think that is necessary right now.   The leak is not as bad as the last one.  
Christmas Tree Cost  Supervisor Laney reported the cost of electric for the Christmas trees in Triangle Park was approximately $250.00.   

Water Seminar  Supervisor Laney requested approval for Tom Mikolajczyk to attend a Rural Water Seminar on February 20, 2012 at the Clarion in Batavia.  The cost is $33.  A Motion  was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to approve the request for Tom Mikolajczyk to attend the Rural Water Seminar on February 20, 2012 in Batavia, NY.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

Road Repair  Supervisor Laney estimated the cost to mill and pave Water Street to be $14,100 for 1 ½ inches.  There are no records of the age of the water and sewer mains.  He estimates they are around 60 years old.    North Pearl Street and Maple Avenue would be the next priorities.  Mayor Pastecki suggested doing a visual check of the roads in March.    

Signboard   Supervisor Laney checked into the cost of a digital signboard.  Depending on the size the cost would be between high teens and $30,000.00.  
Vac Truck   Supervisor Laney has researched the cost of Vac trucks.  They are not recommended for combined use of storm sewer and leaf pickup.  A trailer mounted vac is around $100,000.  Trucks are $225,000.   It was suggested that this might be incorporated into a sewer project.  

5. ​Car Lots – Water Street  The Board reviewed Zoning Officer Robinson’s report on zoning regulations with regard to the vacant lots on Water Street - tax parcels 2-1-37.2 and 2-1-38 that are being used for motor vehicle sales.  The Zoning Ordinance requires a Special Use Permit for motor vehicle sales in a commercial district, and one was never issued.   Since the property owner was never told a Special Use Permit was required, the Board agreed to waive the fee.  Mr. Robinson also reported he did not see anything in the ordinance that prohibited parking in the vacant lot on the other side of the street.                  A Motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to waive the fee for the application for a Special Use Permits for tax parcels 2-1-37.2 and 2-1-38.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Jeremy Yasses.

6.  Fire Department  The Board discussed questions they had regarding the operation of the Fire Department.   Mayor Pastecki will invite the Fire Chief and President to the next Board meeting and request that they bring the following documents:  Certificate of Need for the ambulance, call volume list for the last 12 months, cash flow/bank statements, IRS filing for non-profit organization, organization chart.   The Clerk was asked to invite two representatives from the Town Board to discuss the proposed budget requests.  
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Jeremy Yasses and carried by unanimous vote.
