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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

October 9, 2012
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:  Jeremy Yasses, Jason Armbrewster, Shelly D’Alba and Joan Stevens.  
Also present:  Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Attorney Reid Whiting, Lou Moretti and Al Graham from Camden Group, Brian Glor, Richard Robinson, Sean Downing, Fire Chief.
Mayor Pastecki presented Brian Glor with a Certificate of Appreciation and a gift certificate and thanked him for his 10 years of service to the Village as Zoning Officer.  
Public Hearing – Local Law #1-2012   A Motion  was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to open the Public Hearing to hear comments for or against the adoption of Local Law #1-2012 – Demolition Regulations. 
The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

Lou Moretti, Camden Group   Mr. Moretti reported they are having problems with the clarifiers.  The rubber on the skimmer arm is gone on both arms, and the wheels are not turning.  The rubber was replaced two years ago, but has not lasted.  They feel there are problems also on the lower arms, but will need to drain the tanks to see.   This has been reported, but nothing has been done.  Supervisor Laney said he has been researching a type of rubber that will last.   Mr. Moretti said he has been told that the tanks should be drained every five years.  Supervisor Laney said he doesn’t think the tanks have been drained since 1986.  They have not had any permit issues yet, but the problem is getting worse.   Al Graham said this is also wasting energy.  They have been looking into different options for fixing the arms.  Trustee Armbrewster suggested doing what they can to get it working and look for grants to make major repairs in the spring.  Mayor Pastecki said he would like to see better communication regarding maintenance issues.   The Board agreed that the tanks should be drained as soon as possible, see what the problems are, and if there is a quick fix get it done.  If not, plan the project for spring.  The Board also asked Mr. Moretti to report at the next meeting on any other maintenance issues that need to be addressed.  Trustee Yasses said he would like to see Camden Group consulted on future maintenance issues along with Trustee Armbrewster.    Mr. Moretti said that overall the improvements that have been made at the sewer plant are working great.  
PUBLIC COMMENTS    There were no public comments.
OLD BUSINESS

1.  Water Tower   Attorney Whiting reported that title has been cleared to the property.  Farm credit has released their lien.  The engineer has his attorney’s Certificate of Title.   The Intermunicipal Agreement for Tax Exemption has been signed by the Town, County and Village.   The school has not yet signed. The Agreement was sent to the school attorney on September 12.   He did not hear from the attorney until last Thursday requesting changes.   Mayor Pastecki has talked with the school superintendent.  He said they are on Board.  He will discuss this with the school board and get back to him if there is a problem.    Mayor Pastecki reported that all paperwork has been submitted to Rural Development.  As soon as they give their approval, Clark Patterson will be advertising for bids.

2. Demolition Law     Close Public Hearing   No one appeared to speak for or against the adoption of Local Law #1-2012.    A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to close the Public Hearing at 6:42 p.m.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

4.  Zoning Amendments   The Planning Board met in June to review the proposed amendments, and Chairman Dilcher sent a letter saying they wanted to meet with County Planning to get their input.   They have not reported back.  The Board wants to move forward with the sandwich board signs.   Trustee Yasses will work on proposed regulations for the signs for the next meeting.    Mayor Pastecki will contact the Planning Board Chairman about the other proposed amendments.
5. Sidewalk Repair   Supervisor Laney reported he has a number of sidewalks cut out that were damaged from Village trees.  They just need to get the blocks poured.  Trustee Armbrewster said he would prefer to see cold patch put down for the winter and pour concrete in the spring.   Supervisor Laney will review the list of defective sidewalks and come up with a priority list for next summer.  
6. Zoning Officer   Richard Robinson from the Town of Alabama has agreed to fill in temporarily.  No one has submitted a letter of interest.    He may be interested in the position.  He submitted a list of questions he had about the position.  
A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to appoint Richard Robinson as temporary Zoning officer to be paid $20/hour until a full time Zoning Officer can be located.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Jeremy Yasses.
