    SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING  

October 15, 2013

A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Jeremy Yasses followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present:  D’Alba, Armbrewster, Stevens

PUBLIC HEARING- Zoning Amendment – Sandwich Board Signs.   The Public Hearing was called to order at 5:30 p.m. on motion by Trustee Shelly D’Alba and seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to hear comments for or against a proposed Local Law to amend the Village of Oakfield Zoning Ordinance regulating sandwich board signs.  
Public Comments  There were no public comments.
Old Business

1. Water Tower Update     Supervisor Laney reported that there is a concern with the man-way access into the bowl of the tank being lower than the drain.  If the tank had to be drained, once the man-way cover is opened, the water would dump out and eventually drop right to the bottom causing damage  and creating a safety issue.   The painter observed the problem and suggested that a frost free drain valve should be installed at the bottom of the tank.  This would also allow us to once a year open the valve and drain out any sediment that might have accumulated.   This was not in the plans.  The cost would be approximately $2,400.00.   Supervisor Laney feels it should have been included in the contract and should not be a cost to the Village.  A change order will need to be submitted and can be discussed at that time.   The painters are on schedule.  The entire inside of the tank has an intermediate coating.   Jeremy has asked Supervisor Laney to be there once a day to see how things are going.  The utility pole is scheduled to be set on October 17th.  
a. Pay Application #5     A Motion  was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve pay application #5.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

2. Fire Department Rental Agreement.    Mayor Yasses met with President John Igoe last week to review the rental agreement.  The Fire Department requested two changes.  The Board agreed to change the agreement to a one-year term, and insert the term apparatus bay to describe where the fire apparatus is stored.   When the agreement is signed, the Clerk will release the check for the remaining rent.
3.  Zoning Ordinance Amendment
a.  SEQR Review   The Board reviewed the environmental assessment form Part II, and determined there were no significant environmental impacts.    
Close Public Hearing    Having no one appear to speak for or against the proposed Zoning Amendment, A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to close the Public Hearing at  5:50 p.m.   The Motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba and carried.  
b.  Res. #10-2013 Establishing Lead Agency and Determination of No Significance.

4. Camden Contract Mayor Yasses reviewed the contract and made changes based on recommendations by Attorney Whiting.  The revised contract has been sent to Camden.
5. Air Conditioning/Furnace – 2nd Floor  The Board agreed to hold off until budget time and allocate for next year.
6. Roof Replacement Update.    Supervisor Laney received a call from the contractor.  They are planning to start October 24, 2013.  Notices have been posted on all entrance doors regarding asbestos abatement.  Supervisor Laney has talked to Dr. Barcomb and the business owner next door.  He will close off parking as necessary for safety issues.  Trustee Armbrewster said he received an email that the contractor has asked for a 3rd party inspection after the demolition is completed.   This will be an additional cost of approximately $300.  It was included in the bid as a cost to the Village.  Mayor Yasses asked to table this until he can get more information.  He will contact MRB.

7.  GAM Meeting – November    The Village will be hosting the meeting on November 21.   Mayor Yasses would like everyone to attend.   It will be at the Caryville Inn restaurant.   The clerk is working on a menu.

4.  Investment Report   The September Investment Report was reviewed by the Board.
5. Zoning/Code Reports    The Board reviewed the Zoning Officer’s report for September.  

Mayor Yasses reported that the North Pearl Street right-of-way has been sealed and will be striped for parking.   He will be meeting with Attorney Whiting tomorrow to discuss moving forward with the Special Use Permits for the lots on Water Street.   The Board commented that the Zoning Officer is doing an excellent job.

6. Sheriff’s Contract     Mayor Yasses has added additional patrols in response to the recent break-ins in the Village.  There were some unfilled shifts that will be filled.
7. D.P.W. Report   Supervisor Laney reported the D.P.W. has been working on weekly brush pickup, lawn mowing, and leaf pickup.  They serviced the fire trucks, repaired valve extensions at sewer plant, poured concrete for sidewalks, sealed right-of-way for North Pearl Street parking area, and daily garbage cleanup on Main & Drake Street. Scheduled projects:  one more sidewalk pour, sewer cleaning, tree trimming, and hydrant flushing. Disinfection by-products testing to be done by November 6.  The new County radios are scheduled to be installed on October 21, 2013.    
Village Board Room Bench    Supervisor Laney is working on a plan.
Winter Parking Regulations    Supervisor Laney asked if the Board wanted to hand out warning notices before ticketing vehicles for winter parking violations.   The Board agreed to issue warning notices.   
Mayor Yasses was informed today the Town transfer station will be closing January 1, 2014.  The Town will be notifying residents.  The Board discussed options for Village residents.  Mayor Yasses will get more information. 
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:15 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba and carried by unanimous vote.

RESOLUTION #10 - 2013   SEQR LEAD AGENCY RESOLUTION –  Zoning Ordinance 










     Amendment
At a meeting of the Village Board of the Village of Oakfield held on  October 15, 2013, at the Village Hall in said Village, Trustee, Jason Armbrewster  moved adoption of the following resolution; Trustee Joan Stevens seconded the motion:

WHEREAS, for the purpose of promoting the health, safety and general welfare of the people of the Village of Oakfield, the Village Board has drafted and the Planning Board has made recommendations to revisions to the Village of Oakfield Zoning Law, known as proposed Local Law #3-2013;  and 

WHEREAS, in accordance with the New York State Environmental Quality Review regulations (SEQR), the Village Board of the Village of Oakfield announces its intent to serve as Lead Agency to conduct an environmental review; and 

WHEREAS, no other involved agency has been identified; and

WHEREAS, the Village Board of the Village of Oakfield has determined that the proposed action is an unlisted action as defined under SEQR, and has looked at all potential adverse environmental impacts pursuant to SEQR by completing Part I and II of a Short EAF; now, therefore, be it 
 RESOLVED, that the Village Board, in its capacity as Lead Agency, declares that, based on the Environmental Assessment which has been prepared, it finds that the project will result in no significant damage to the environment.  Therefore, the Village Board does not anticipate the preparation of an Environmental Impact Statement.  

Upon being put to a vote, the resolution was adopted by unanimous vote.
