SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

October 28, 2013

A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Jeremy Yasses followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present:  Shelly D’Alba, Jason Armbrewster, Joan Stevens

Steve Mountain – Mountain Engineering    Wastewater Project and Strategic Plan     Mr. Mountain provided a project update for the Board to review.    He has attended two Regional Economic Development meetings.  This will be helpful when applying for grants.   He had copies of minutes from a design meeting with Camden Group and the Village, and has met with DEC and EDC to get their support for the project.   He also created a flyer to be distributed to agencies.     He is still in the process of preliminary engineering work.   In the future he will be setting up meetings with the Town, NYS Environmental Facilities Corp., REDC, and Camden.   He has submitted INI planning grant application.   The Village has been invited to submit a full application for the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program.  The application is due October 30th.      Resolution #11-2013 Authorizing Submission of Grant.   A Motion  was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to approve Res. #11-2013.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

Parking Study   Mr. Mountain has developed an overall available parking map.  He is working on a form to keep track of actual counts.  He will be coordinating with Supervisor Laney.  

Mr. Mountain met with Monroe County Water Authority and Genesee County regarding water quality.  Supervisor Laney also attended.  They will be monitoring it.      

Public Comments   There were no public comments.
Old Business

1.  Water Tower Update     The painters had concerns about some of the welds and contacted Caldwell.  Caldwell agreed they needed to be repaired.  The welders came back and  completed the job today.   This backed the painters up a week.  They will be back on the job tomorrow.  The utility pole has been installed.   Electricians will be here the end of the week.  They are still on track to have it online by the end of November.  
2. Roof Replacement    Protective railings were put up last Thursday.  The dumpster is here.  They will start construction tomorrow. 
3. Alabama Water Agreement   Attorney Whiting reviewed the Agreement.   According to the  County Agreement, we cannot charge outside users more, so the rate will be the same as the Village.  The Board discuss the term of the Agreement.  They agreed it should remain at 40 years.  The Agreement will be sent to the Town of Alabama for their review.  
4. Fire Department Rental Agreement   The Agreement has been signed by the Fire Department, and the rental check was released.   The rescue vehicle has been sold.
5. Zoning Ordinance Amendment
a. Local Law #3-2013 Amending Zoning Ordinance.  A Motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to adopt Local Law #3-2013.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

7. Sheriff Patrol  Mayor Yasses has been working with the Sheriff’s Department to make sure shifts are filled.  The Board discussed setting up a community meeting with the Sheriff to discuss concerns.  Mayor Yasses will work on setting that up. The Board discussed creating a facebook page to keep residents informed.

1. Approval of Minutes  A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve the minutes of the October 15, 2013 meeting.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

2.  September Financial Reports     The September financial reports were reviewed by the Board.

3. Transfer Station Closing  The Town is closing the transfer station.  Mayor Yasses and the Clerk met with Waste Management to discuss possible options for the Village to maintain the service for residents.  It was decided to do a poll on Facebook to see if the residents are interested in keeping that service available.   
4. Demolition of Dollars & Sense   Demolition has started.

5. Camden Monthly Report  The September report was reviewed by the Board.  The D.P.W repaired the new backwash valve wrenches.  Future project: fix air lines on decant pipes in sludge holding tanks.

6.  D.P.W. Report   Supervisor Laney reported the D.P.W. is working on brush pickup, lawn mowing, and leaf pickup.  They have completed the last sidewalk pour.  He is checking on the tank progress every day.  County radios were installed last week.   Beginning next week they will be working on tree trimming and removal, exercising valves and hydrant flushing, disinfection by-product testing,  striping sidewalk and parking areas on North Pearl Street, greasing hydrants and installing markers, and helping with repair of air line leaks at the sewer plant.  The last day for brush pickup will be November 12.    Leaf pickup will continue.    They are having a problem with the altitude valve at the D.P.W. building.  It is still under warranty.  He has asked the engineer to email Tom Keeler and the valve representative.     
The new truck is in.  He is looking into options for selling the old truck. 
Community Clean-up Day   Trustee Armbrewster reported that Saturday was Community Clean-up Day.  High school students were out raking leaves and cleaning up around the Village.   He suggested a letter be sent to the school to thank them and ask that the Village be included in the project next year.   
Winter Plowing    Mayor Yasses discussed sidewalk plowing.  He suggested the Board consider plowing seven days a week.   Trustee Armbrewster said a heavy weekend snow builds up and is difficult to remove on Monday.  The Board agreed to plow sidewalks seven days a week - during the week for snow over two inches, and on weekends over four inches.   He also suggested Supervisor Laney be allowed to take the Village truck home from Thanksgiving until the end of March for plowing purposes.   A Motion  was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to allow Supervisor Laney to take the truck home from Thanksgiving until the end of March.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

RESOLUTION #11-2013 - To Apply For Funding For A New Generator Under The Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMA) Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP)
WHEREAS,
the Village of Oakfield met the pre-eligibility requirements for submission of a FEMA Hazard Mitigation Grant Application; and

FURTHER RESOLVED, the Village Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to furnish such information as the appropriate State or Federal agency may request in connection with such application or the project to make the assurances as contained above, and to execute such other documents as may be required in connection with the application.
