


			VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES
MONTHLY MEETING
NOVEMBER 10TH, 2014
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster, followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present: Joan Stevens, David Boyle, and Shelly D’alba. Absent Trustee: Scott Boring.
Also Present: Clerk/Treasurer, Andrew Maguire; D.P.W. Supervisor, David Laney; Code Enforcement Officer, Bruce Gerould.

OLD BUSINESS:
 
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Study:  No new updates. DPW Supervisor David Laney said he is unsure about the progress of the monitoring of the sewer system. The video-taping of the storm sewers were not conclusive, they may have to do some exploratory digging to find the needed connections as the outgoing pipes are difficult to locate. 
2. Street Reconstruction, Forest Ave & Water St: No new updates. Ideally the Board would like to send this process for bidding in December or January to be ready for spring. 
3. Camden Solar Proposal: Mayor Armbrewster had the Village Attorney review the letter of intent from Camden Group, and he has signed and submitted the letter, which the village can with-drawl from at any time. He stated we are heading in the right direction with this proposal. David Laney spoke with a surveyor about the proposed site and having the land surveyed. Mayor Armbrewster spoke to the Town of Oakfield about the location and will keep them informed during the process.
4. Zoning Review Committee:  Trustee David Boyle, Chairmen of the Zoning Review Committee, provided a handout to the Village Board, which included topics for discussion, areas of concern and estimated time frames. He has contacted all the members, which are: David Boyle, Scott Boring, Felipe Oltramari, Ronald D’alba, and Anne Engle. He would like to hold the first meeting Tuesday, November 18th at 5 pm at 39 Main Street in Oakfield. Felipe has recommended that we use the Village of Bergen’s zoning laws as a template or guide, as they recently reviewed their local zoning laws. The Village Attorney, Reid Whiting, will be submitting any necessary documents to the Genesee County Planning Board. Mayor Armbrewster will be the alternate member if someone is unable to attend or withdraws and if a motion or vote is called. 39 Main Street will always be open to their meetings. The Village Attorney will have a limited role in the process unless he is needed based on the cost of his services. 



NEW BUSINESS:
1. Fire Chief Report:  The Village of Oakfield Fire Department did not get new tires on their vehicles as their mechanic inspected them and they are in good shape still. The pending allegations against the previous treasurer has been settled. No details have been released yet, but a statement is pending. Mayor Armbrewster will address the media if need be.

2. Zoning/Code Reports: 

Code Officer, Bruce Gerould: No new permits since last month, about half a dozen are still outstanding. The property at 26 South Pearl had a water tank rupture on the 3rd floor. The wiring was inspected, some light fixtures needed to be replaced. Mayor Armbrewster spoke about a potential change for Mr. Gerould in regards to being paid through Village of Oakfield’s payroll. It is a potential that Mr. Gerould who continue to be the Code Officer for the Village of Oakfield, but would be contracted through the Town of Batavia’s services. His duties would essentially remain the same, but the Village would pay the Town of Batavia directly for his services. This may help alleviate some potential liability issues. Mayor Armbrewster states it is in a preliminary stage, but sees this as a win-win for both Oakfield and Mr. Gerould and Mr. Gerould agrees.   He will keep the Village Board informed on this process.

Zoning Officer, Rick Pastecki: Was not able to be present at the meeting but did submit an update. It discussed current homes he has been working with and where he stands in each of their processes. Trustee Boyle asked about the court process and violators. He states that it seems like the court tells people they have to comply by a certain date, and then then the court is gives them even time if it is not completed. It is based on our current local laws that constitutes these time frames. These laws can be amended with more strict time frames and penalties if deemed necessary. Zoning Officer Pastecki was willing to take on the legal aspect of the process and going to court. The Village Attorney would be an alternate option in attending to these matter, but it would be much more costly and time consuming. 

3. Camden Report: No new updates.  Mayor Armbrewster states the generator is still working, a grant was submitted for the generator based on the age. It is worked out weekly.

6. October Investment Report: The Village’s interest rate on its investment account is .10%. It is a liquid account that is fully collateralized. The Village Board discussed the Investment Policy for the Village and possibly looking into amending to be more current with today’s market. 
The Village Board had reviewed October’s Investment Report.

7. Review of September financials.

8. D.P.W. Report: D.P.W. Supervisor, David Laney: The DPW has been very busy with their usual duties. Getting as many MXU’s installed as they can. Valve extensions where installed at the sewer plant. Fire hydrants were flushed, and lubed and oiled. Working on their snow removal equipment. Keeping an eye on the weather and what they will be able to do depending on the conditions. Leaf removal will continue until the snow arrives. Park benches will be removed, decorations for Christmas will be put up. Monitoring chlorine residuals and our disinfecting by products. Stale chlorine can carry a by-product of carcinogens which is why it is tested regularly. There will be another incoming line from the Townline Road water project. As the new water districts are added, more will need to be monitored and completed. Brush pick will continue until November 17th. A Fur tree was removed on Forest Avenue, contractors come in and took down tress. The Village came in and picked up the brush of the tree and used the chipper to dispose of it. It is not a difficult job, but is time consuming. It happens a couple times a year. Dave spoke about calcium ice melt. Trustee Boring uses Dry-Ice Melt at the Oakfield-Alabama school and are willing to donate a large to the Village for the shared services the Village provides. A camera is going to be installed on the back door of the village office for security and drop box payments. 2 quotes were received, a verbal quote of $700 and a written quote from Batavia Computer Supply for $250 dollars. The best value is with Batavia Computer Supply. 
A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens to have a camera installed on the back door of the Village Office through Batavia Computer Supply for $250, second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boyle, D’alba, Stevens.        Carried

Clerk’s Report: Clerk/Treasurer, Andrew Maguire:   Mr. Maguire stated that the Independent Audit from Amato Fox was finalized and all the trustees received a copy and had time to review for any issues. He then spoke about adding some further internal controls to the financial process. It would be wise to have all Village Board Members take turns approving and signing the vouchers each month. It is important that the designated individual look at each voucher carefully to ensure correctness. A form RS-2417-A was provided to the board for Clerk/Treasurer’s appointment and participation in the NYS retirement system. Mr. Maguire informed the board that the DPW Truck reserve is a “type” reserve and therefore cannot be accessed without a public hearing. He suggests, from a previous meeting, the funds needed to purchase a Bob Cat for the DPW be expended out of streets expense. Trustee D’alba stated that would be fine and the Board can see where that account stands later in the fiscal year. Rachel Muman submitted a request for use of Triangle Park for the week of June 21-28 for Evangelistic Tent Meetings to be held each evening from 5-9 PM. Mayor Armbrewster is concerned about the liabilities that come with such an event as well as set up and take down. The Village board agreed, it seems to pose many potential issues and liabilities. No Village Board Members were willing to make a motion to approve the application, therefore the request was denied. Mr. Maguire was accepted into the Leadership Genesee Class of 2015 and is excited and thankful for the opportunity. An Inter Agency Agreement was presented between the Village of Oakfield Fire Department and Genesee County for use of their new Radio System for fire responders. The Village Board saw no issues with the contract and Mayor Armbrewster will sign. 
A Motion was made by Trustee Boyle to approve the finalized Independent Audit from Amato Fox, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boyle, D’alba, Stevens.        Carried 
A Motion was made to approve Resolution #14-2014 RS-2417-A for Clerk/Treasurer Andrew Maguire by Trustee Boyle, second by Trustee D’alba. Ayes: D’alba, Boyle, Stevens.     Carried 
The art class at Oakfield Alabama School has received the plywood needed to begin their project for Christmas in Oakfield. They are making cut outs for people to take pictures with.  
Mayor Armbrewster spoke to the Town of Oakfield Supervisor about lawn mowing and potential of sharing equipment and services. As new information comes in, Mayor Armbrewster will keep the Board up to date. He also stated a water maintenance program should be implemented as the amount of users continues to increase. As we continue to work with the Town of Oakfield increasingly, Mayor Armbrewster feels the pay rates for Village Employees should be similar to that of the Town since much of the work will be the same for both parties. He will continue thinking of ways to accomplish this in the next couple of months.
