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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

November 13, 2012
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:  Jeremy Yasses, Jason Armbrewster, Shelly D’Alba and Joan Stevens.  
Also present:  Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Attorney Reid Whiting, Code Enforcement Officer Bruce Gerould.

Bruce Gerould, Code Officer   Mr. Gerould reported he is near completion of the annual inspections for multiple dwellings.  The business inspections are done.  He reported on the open permits.  The Board reviewed the inspection report from Clint Worthington.  Trustee Armbrewster said he had an electrician check the panel box in the medical building.   He said the box is used as a jumper for the panel upstairs.  He would like to see a panel closure on it.  Trustee Armbrewster said the lease should be reviewed to see whose responsibility it is.  The electrician also noticed the sewer pipe had a crack in it and was leaking.  Supervisor Laney will check into it.  
Reid Whiting, Attorney    Intermunicipal Agreement for Tax Exemption - School   A revised agreement was sent to the school attorney on October 31.   There has not been a response.    Mr. Whiting did contact the Town and County attorneys about signing a revised agreement.  They did not want to re-circulate a second agreement.  


A Motion  was made by Trustee Jeremy Yasses to have the Mayor sign the revised Intermunicipal Agreement for Tax Exemption with the school.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

6. Christmas Party  The Board scheduled a holiday party for January 12, 2013 at the Caryville Restaurant.  
7. D.P.W Report     
Sewer Cleaning  Supervisor Laney reported that he was asked by Camden Group to postpone the sewer cleaning until spring due to the problems they have been experiencing at the sewer plant.   He is concerned about postponing it.  Trustee Armbrewster suggested looking at the situation again in a couple weeks.    Supervisor Laney has asked that the sewer operator notify him when he needs help from the D.P.W. employees.
Lead and Copper Testing  The lead and copper sampling was done last week.
South Pearl Street Laterals   Trustee Yasses asked if the laterals are marked on South Pearl Street.  Supervisor Laney said they will be marked on the as-built drawings.  We have not received them yet.

8.  Zoning Officer Report  The Board reviewed the Zoning Officer’s report.  
9.  Music in the Park  Trustee Yasses has obtained a quote for $500 for an audio system with speakers  for the gazebo to play music during the Christmas season.  He is checking with the Betterment Committee to see if they would be willing to purchase the system.
