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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

November 26, 2012
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:    Shelly D’Alba, Jason Armbrewster, Joan Stevens and Jeremy Yasses.      
Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Tom Carpenter of Clark Patterson. 
Tom Carpenter, Clark Patterson  Mr. Carpenter reviewed the bid recommendation letter from Clark Patterson.  Bids were opened on November 9, 2012.   Two different styles were bid in three sizes.   The current need is 300,000 – 325,000 gallons.  With the proposed Town expansion the need would be closer to 400,000.   If Alabama hooks in the need would be another 100,000 gallons.   Three tank manufacturers picked up bids.  Two bids were received – Caldwell Tank and Phoenix Fabricators.   Caldwell Tank was the low bidder on all styles and sizes.   They have worked with Caldwell before - they are a good contractor.   Their sub-contractors will also have to be approved.  The bid is guaranteed for 45 days.   They are strongly recommending that a Geo Tech person be involved in the project.  The cost would be approximately $10,000.   They are recommending at least a 400,000 gallon tank.  Trustee Yasses asked how long the tank would last.  Mr. Carpenter said if maintained it could last up to100 years.  The Board will review the bids for the next meeting.

Smoke Testing    Supervisor Laney contacted Steve Grimm from Rural Water and he said they would be happy to come in and smoke test the sewer line.  The cost would be $300-$400 and would take approximately 1 week. They would not be able to do it until late next spring, or early fall.    
Medical Building - sewer pipe leak  Supervisor Laney did find a small drip in the sewer pipe in the medical building.  He will repair it.
Sewer Cleaning    Trustee Armbrewster reported that Camden Group has requested that the  D.P.W. not clean the sewers at this time.  They want to wait until they are sure the bacteria is well established.
Executive Session    A motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to go into Executive Session at 6:42 p.m. to discuss a personnel matter relating to the discipline of an employee.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.
