Old Business

1.  Water Tower Update   Supervisor Laney reported the new tower is full of water.   Bacteria sampling will be done tomorrow and Thursday, and arrangements are being made for Corrosion Control to do VOC testing.  If the testing goes well, the tower should be online by mid next week.    The old tank is leaking again, but very minimal.  There is a backup plan if the old tank becomes unusable.  Supervisor Laney met with Jeremy Delyser and they visited the City of Batavia water plant to view their telemetry system. The company they purchased the system from is located in Rochester.  They are very happy with the service.  Their system is much more involved that what the Village will need.  Mr. Delyser is researching it.

3. Alabama Water Agreement   Mayor Yasses spoke with Town of Alabama Supervisor.   They will be reviewing the agreement at their next meeting.   
4. Roof Replacement Update   Scott Bova of MRB reviewed Pay Applications #1 and 2, and submitted a Certificate of Substantial Completion.  He has been up to inspect the roof.  He will submit warranty information in writing.  The roof warranty is 20 years – it should be good for 30 to 40 years with proper maintenance.    He also provided an operation and maintenance manual with the close out package.   A third party special inspection was done at the contractor’s request.  MRB absorbed the cost of $900.

6. Dr. Barcomb Lease    Mayor Yasses met with Dr. Barcomb regarding renewal of his Lease.  The Lease is set to renew in January, 2015, but he would like to negotiate the lease in advance since  he is interested in doing some remodeling and would like to have the new lease in place before he begins any work.    The Board agreed on some changes to the terms.  The Clerk will draft the new lease agreement to review in January.
7. Zoning Code Reports     The Board reviewed the Zoning and Code Officer’s November reports.         
8. 10 Water Street/Dollar General Update                                  
10 Water Street   Mayor Yasses reported the site plan for 10 Water Street Special Use Permit was denied at the County level and also by the Village Planning Board due to inadequate drawings.  The Zoning officer is working with the property owner to get a new site plan in place.  
Dollar General  There was a complaint of  roof  trusses being stored in the alleyway.  Mayor Yasses talked to the contractor and he said they had no other place to put them and that they should be removed by the end of the week – weather permitting.  
9. Camden Report   Trustee Armbrewster reported everything at the sewer plant is working well.  The generator grant application is moving forward.   The new valves are helping a lot with the operation, which is freeing up the operator’s time.  Efficiency is moving up.                   
10. OFD Changes (Budget)      Fire Chief Sean Downing reported the Fire Department has received their BLS CofR number.  The State requires a closure policy to eliminate the ambulance.   They are working on that.   The Department held their elections.   Brad Hilchey was nominated as Fire Chief effective January 1, 2014.   They have formed a committee for budget.  The Village will now be responsible for background license checks on Fire Department drivers since they no longer own any vehicles.  They will provide a list of drivers.   The Board thanked Mr. Downing for his time spent as Fire Chief.     
11. D.P.W. Report  The Board reviewed the Supervisor’s monthly report.    Leaf pickup is done.  They did do another brush pickup last week during the nice weather.  The awnings were reinstalled on the building.   They helped the Betterment Committee put the trees up in the park and decorated Main Street for the holidays.  Future projects include rebuilding the Board table, rebuilding park benches and flower barrels, refinishing Main Street benches, and flushing sewers as weather permits.  He has been checking on the tank every day.  Trustee Armbrewster commented on the great job Supervisor Laney did during the filling of the new tank.  There was very little disturbance to the water system.   
Sanitary Survey   A sanitary survey was done with the Health Department.  They are very happy with the way the Village is keeping up with the infrastructure.  
Trash  pickup   Supervisor Laney has been checking into trash pickup and the cost for a dumpster.  He feels it would be the most cost effective to rent a dumpster.  The Board agreed.   

Streetlight – Caryville Parking Lot   There is a streetlight in the Caryville parking lot that burns all day.  Supervisor Laney checked into it and found out the Village has been paying for the streetlight.  National Grid is forwarding a resolution from the Village requesting the light be placed there.   
Shared Services Meeting – School   Supervisor Laney met with the school superintendent and bus garage personnel to review shared services.


Sale of Pickup   Supervisor Laney is looking into the sale of the 2010 pickup.   He is waiting to hear back from Teitsworth Auctions.   He will also get quotes on what it is worth. 

12.  Local Law #1-1991 Garbage Removal and Disposal    The Board reviewed the Local Law to see if it is relevant.   A Motion  was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to rescind Local Law #1-1991.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

13. Leadership Genesee Program    Trustee D’Alba has applied for the Leadership Genesee Program.   Her employer will pay for half the cost and the Board agreed to pay the other half.
