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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

December 17, 2012
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:    Shelly D’Alba, Jason Armbrewster, and Jeremy Yasses.  Absent:  Joan Stevens     
Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Tom Carpenter of Clark Patterson, Ryan Colvin and Scott Bova of MRB Group, Fire Chief Sean Downing, Brad Hilchey, Samantha Hilchey, John Igoe, Robert Hilchey.  
MRB Group -  Ryan Colvin, Scott Bova  Mr. Colvin introduced himself as President of MRB Group, an engineering and architectural firm from Rochester, NY.  They work mainly with municipalities.  He explained the services that MRB Group offers.  Mr. Bova, Architectural Department Manager, reviewed the report of their evaluation of the Village buildings and their recommendations for improvements and energy efficient projects.  He left information with the Board on available grants and incentives for eligible projects.   MRB would be available to assist the Village in applying for grants or incentives.    If the Village is interested in taking on any of the projects they will be here to help with the next step.  The Board will review their recommendations.   

Sean Downing, Fire Chief    Chief Downing explained the Fire Department’s recent decision to discontinue ambulance service as of January 1, 2013 due to the lack of manpower.  The ambulance provided a transport service.  Mercy Flight provides advanced life support, and they are available 24/7.  Mayor Pastecki asked if the plan was to use the rescue truck in place of the ambulance.  Chief Downing explained that the rescue truck would be used to provide basic life support along with Mercy Flight.  The rescue truck cannot transport.  Mr. Igoe said there is a false sense of security having the ambulance.  They are down to 3-4 medics.  They are only able to respond to 1/3 of the calls because they don’t have the medics available.  Trustee Yasses said he appreciates what they do.  He was approached by a number of people in the Village, and he did not know the ambulance was going away.   He feels they should be working more closely with the Village.  If the ambulance is sold, he would like to see those funds go back to the truck fund.   Mayor Pastecki said he has not heard any updates on the Committee that was formed to work on a long-term plan for equipment replacement.   That was one of the stipulations the Village had when they agreed to purchase the rescue truck.  Also Trustee D’Alba has been asking for financial information that she has not gotten.   Robert Hilchey said he has been involved in the Fire Department for 42 years.  The Fire Department worked hard fundraising for the purchase of the 1st, 2nd and 3rd ambulance.   The Fire Department has always paid for any expenses related to the ambulance.  This ambulance is a 1999 and is having maintenance issues.  There has been no decision made on what they are going to do with the ambulance.    Mercy Flight does an excellent job responding when the Fire Department does not have the manpower, but there are times when the rescue truck could take care of a call and Mercy Flight would not have to respond.   He does not want to see the Village take that away.   Trustee D’Alba said she would be willing to work with them to look at their costs and come up with a financial plan for the next 5-10 years.   Mayor Pastecki asked for a commitment that the Committee will meet no later than January 30, 2013.    
Tom Carpenter, Clark Patterson  Mr. Carpenter reviewed the bid recommendation letter from Clark Patterson.   With the STAMP Project moving forward they are recommending the Board approve the bid for the 500,000 gallon pedesphere tank in the amount of $1,650,000.00 from Caldwell Tanks Inc.   There may be funds available through GCEDC to help cover the additional expense of the increased size of the tank in connection with the STAMP project.   The bid award will be subject to approval by Rural Development.

13 – 2012  AWARDING BID FOR WATER TOWER  REPLACEMENT PROJECT


WHEREAS,  the Village of Oakfield received bids on November 9, 2012 at 2:00 p.m. for the construction of a new water tower; and


WHEREAS,  Caldwell Tanks, Inc. was the lowest responsible bidder of Alternate A2 Bid: 500,000 gallon pedesphere water storage tank  in the amount of One Million Six Hundred Fifty Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ( $1,650,000.00) (bid tabulation sheet attached); and


WHEREAS,  Clark Patterson Lee Engineering has evaluated the bid packages received and has recommended award of the project (letter attached),


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED,   that the Oakfield Village Board accepts Alternate A2:500,000 Gallon Pedesphere Water Storage Tank bid received from Caldwell Tanks, Inc. for a total amount of  One Million Six Hundred Fifty Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($1,650,000.00) and awards  the contract to them contingent upon concurrence of award by USDA Rural Development.  


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,   that the Oakfield Village Board hereby authorizes the Mayor to issue the Notice of Award, execute contracts and to issue the Notice to Proceed once the contract bonding and insurance requirements are met.
