Bruce Gerould, Code Enforcement Officer   Code Officer Gerould reviewed his written report.  He is working with the clerk on checklists for issuing permits, one that would stay with the file and another for the applicant.  He suggested the Board review the Zoning fee schedule.  There is currently no fee for permit renewals.
Richard Robinson, Zoning Officer    Zoning Officer Robinson reviewed his monthly report.   There has been an appeal to his interpretation regarding parking in the vacant lot on Water Street.  It has been referred to the Zoning Board of Appeals.   Mr. Robinson also reviewed the Special Use Permit requirements for the auto dealership.  Violations have been issued with a March 1 deadline.
Barry Flansburg    Mr. Flansburg has been involved in the Barre Fire Department as Treasurer for 21 years and was asked to review the Fire Budget.   He reviewed financial reports from the Village and the Fire Department.  He suggested the Village look at borrowing to purchase a fire truck rather than putting money into a reserve.   It’s difficult to project the future cost of a fire truck to know how much to budget each year for the reserve, and when it’s time to purchase the truck there may not be enough in the reserve.    If you purchase the truck and borrow the funds, you will know the amount you need to budget each year.  Mr. Flansburg also discussed NFPA requirements for replacing gear for interior firemen and availability of grants.  Councilperson Glor asked what the schedule was for replacing trucks.    The Village has been replacing trucks on a 10 year cycle, the truck being replaced that is 20 years old.  The next truck due to be replaced is truck 71 (1996 Pumper).  Mr. Flansburg suggested the Board begin the bid spec process in 2014.   
John Igoe, President,  Fire Chief Sean Downing, Oakfield Fire Department   The Board questioned the use of the ambulance and whether it had a valid Certificate of Need.  Chief Downing said the Certificate of Need is not in the Oakfield Fire Department’s name.   It is in the process of being changed, but will take some time.  The Board asked that the ambulance not be in service until the Certificate of Need is in the name of the Oakfield Fire Department due to liability reasons.   Councilperson Glor asked if they have tried to sell the rescue truck.   Chief Downing said they have advertised it, but have not had an interested buyer.   It is not worth a lot of money.  It has not been determined where the proceeds from the sale will go.

Vac Truck   Supervisor Laney received an estimate from Camden Group to clean the storm sewers.  The estimate was $1600/day doing approximately 20/day – a total of $20,000 to do them all.   He is looking at other rental options.  The City of Batavia will help in an emergency, but does not have the time to do all of them.         

Carpet Cleaning  Supervisor Laney looked into purchasing a rug cleaning machine to clean the office carpets.   He can purchase one for $400.00.   He will submit a P.O.        

Tank Repair    Global Contracting was here to repair the tank.  The lift was not high enough, so they were unable to do the repairs.  They had not given a time when they would be back.  Supervisor Laney contacted another company, who said they would be here tomorrow, but due to the high winds forecasted, they moved it to Wednesday.  The estimate was $7,800. 

Milling Streets Trustee Armbrewster asked Supervisor Laney to work on a map of the water and sewer lines in the Village with information on the age of the lines.  
U-Dump  Trustee Yasses suggested Supervisor Laney look into the purchase of a U-Dump for picking up brush and hauling the bobcat and mower.   

8. Historical Society Request   The Historical Society requested the use of the old P. O. Box unit that is stored upstairs for their new display.   A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to donate the old P.O. Box unit to the Oakfield Historical Society.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

RESOLVED to support New York State regarding the proposed laws concerning contact information for vacant structures.

WHEREAS, vacant, abandoned and foreclosed homes and structures have proliferated throughout New York State over the last five years; and

WHEREAS, vacant structures that are not maintained for months at a time degrade and depreciate the value of the vacant structure as well as the value of surrounding properties; and

WHEREAS, lending institutions that hold mortgages on said vacant structures do not always provide the contact information of a responsible party; and

WHEREAS, Assembly Bill A.88 and Assembly Bill A.824, currently pending, would make it mandatory for lending institutions to provide contact information of responsible parties regarding vacant structures; and require good faith in obtaining a foreclosure; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustee supports the passage of said Bills.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village of Oakfield hereby supports the passage of said Bills and respectfully requests that the State Representatives who represent constituents in the Village of Oakfield support the passage of said Bills.
