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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

March 25, 2013
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:    Jason Armbrewster, Joan Stevens, Jeremy Yasses, and Shelly D’Alba.      
Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Code Enforcement Officer Bruce Gerould, Attorney Reid Whiting, Anne Engel, Dave Boyle, Judy Boyle
Attorney Whiting explained the uses allowed by C-2 and R-2 districts and uses allowed with a Special Use Permit in connection with violation notices recently issued for property on Water Street.    Exact standards have to be complied with when issuing a Special Use Permit.   Zoning Officer Robinson discussed the options that the property owner was given that are available under the Zoning Ordinance.   There has been no response to the violation notices.   It would be the Planning Board’s decision whether or not to issue a Special Use Permit and what conditions would be placed on it.   There are contradictions on zoning actions taken in the past and lack of documentation.   Attorney Whiting suggested the Board authorize him to contact the property owner’s attorney to discuss their position and try to work out a solution.  Mayor Pastecki suggested the Board extend the deadline to April 15 for applications to be filed for a Special Use Permit, and have Attorney Whiting work with the property owner’s attorney on a resolution.   If this cannot be worked out by the 15th the Zoning Officer can proceed with a court summons.  The Board agreed.  
Attorney Whiting also discussed the parking of cars in a vacant lot in an R-2 district and the request for an interpretation.   He feels the ordinance does not allow for the parking of cars related to a commercial use in an R-2 district.  The Zoning Ordinance has a narrow definition of what is allowed.   Zoning Officer Robinson does not feel there is anything in the Zoning Ordinance that would prohibit licensed vehicles from being parked in the lot since there is no definition for parking lot in the Ordinance.   There was a difference of opinion in the interpretation of the ordinance.   Zoning Officer Robinson resigned following a comment regarding the way things are done in Alabama.  The comment was also made at the Zoning Board meeting, and he feels this will be an issue.   He then left the meeting.   This issue has been referred to the Zoning Board of Appeals for an interpretation.   The Board will await the Zoning Board of Appeals’ decision.          
A Motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to go into Executive Session at 6:10 p.m. to discuss legal matters with Attorney Whiting relating to potential litigation.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

Public Comments

Ann Engel  told the Board Mr. Robinson was in error. The Zoning Board of Appeals can give any variance they want – it’s the ultimate power, and they did not give one to Mr. Ognibene.  It was a self-created hardship.   Regarding the Russell property she did make an error in not being specific in the wording when the prior variance was issue.   She is concerned with the operation of the business at 59 N. Pearl Street.  She would also like to see someone else responsible for minutes at the Zoning Board meetings so the Board members can concentrate on the issues.  
David Boyle  told the Board he did not feel he should have had to apply for an Interpretation.  This was taken care of in the past.  He showed pictures of vehicles that are parked there.  He tried to be a good neighbor and not complain if personal vehicles were parked on the lot.  More and more vehicles were added.  He feels Mr. Robinson’s interpretation was wrong.  He should not have to spend $150.00 to review this again.   He asked that the Board enforce the Zoning regulations and the determination of the Zoning Board of Appeals.  He also complained that he had submitted a Freedom of Information request and did not feel he received all the information he requested.   He asked for a refund of the $150.00.  Judy Boyle said she did not feel this should have to be reviewed again.  
Mayor Pastecki said the matter needs to go through the process.   Attorney Whiting will be attending the Zoning Board of Appeals meeting.

A Motion was made by Trustee Jeremy Yasses to reimburse the Boyle’s $150.00.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

1.  2013/14 Budget    The Tentative Budget was given to the Board.  The Public Hearing for the budget and the Public Hearing for the proposed water rate increase was scheduled for April 22, 2013.  The Board agreed on a proposed water rate increase of $.10/1000 gallons and $5.00 increase in user fee.  
2. Code Enforcement Officer Report  The Board reviewed the Code Officer’s monthly report.  There are five outstanding permits.  Only one permit has been issued so far this year.   The Code Officer will be away for five to six weeks in July.  Clint Worthington will be available to cover for him.    Mr. Gerould suggested the Board review the Zoning Fee schedule.  There is currently no fee for permit renewals.

5. Request for Use of Gazebo   The Oakfield Methodist Church requested use of the gazebo on Sunday, March 31, 2013 from 9:00 a.m. to 9:30 a.m. for an Easter service.   A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to approve the request by the Oakfield Methodist Church for use of the gazebo on Sunday, March 31, 2013.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

6. D.P.W. Report     
Water Tank Repair    Supervisor Laney has not heard back from AMSTAR with an estimate of cost.  
​Brush Pickup   Brush pickup will start April 1 along with plow damage.
Lead and Copper Testing   The Village now qualifies for reduced monitoring since our levels have been low.  Instead of 20 samples twice a year, we will only be required to do 10 samples once a year at a cost of $20/sample.
            Disinfection by-products Testing  Supervisor Laney has been in touch with Clark Patterson regarding disinfection by-products testing that is due this year.   They said sprayers can be placed in the new tank that will improve the testing.  Sprayers were not included in the plans for the new tower – it will have to be a change order at a cost of approximately $2,000.  
Training Seminar   Supervisor Laney will be attending the April training seminar alone.  One employee will be off for jury duty/vacation.  The other employee will remain in the Village.

7. Camden Report   The Board reviewed Camden Group’s monthly report for February, 2013.  

Sewer Plant Maintenance   Deputy Mayor Armbrewster reported that Key Power Systems provided a maintenance report for the generator with a list of needed repairs and suggestions for continued maintenance.  He asked Supervisor Laney to check the list to see what repairs the D.P.W. could do.  Camden Group is planning to clean out the chlorine room and set up a tool room with a work bench.     Supervisor Laney was asked about the amount of salt that is being stored by the school.  He said he was asked if they could store a few pallets of salt.  It turned out to be significantly more.  He will ask the school to remove some of it.    They are also looking for five-gallon buckets to store filter media.     

Comminuter Motor   Supervisor Laney received a call from the Sheriff’s Department as he was leaving the GAM meeting on March 21 regarding a complaint of a loud noise coming from the sewer plant.  He called Lou from Camden Group to check on it.  The problem was the motor – it had been installed improperly.  They turned it off, and replaced it with the spare motor the next day.   Having the spare motor available saved approximately $5,000.00.

Spare Parts List    Deputy Mayor Armbrewster asked Supervisor Laney to create a spare parts list.   

Computer/Printer/Internet    The clerk reviewed quotes she received on computers and internet service for the sewer plant.   The quotes were reviewed by Camden Group.  They recommend the Dell All-In-One computer and Time Warner internet service.   A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to purchase the Dell All-In-One computer and Time Warner internet service for the sewer plant.   The printer that is there belongs to Camden Group and is two years old. They offered to sell it to the Village for $100.00.  The Board asked the Clerk to price new printers.  
The Board discussed options for doing the minutes of the Zoning Board of Appeals meetings.  Trustee Yasses will look into the purchase of a voice recorder.

Trustee Stevens reported on the GAM meeting at Genesee County Emergency Management.  She will review the Emergency plans that the Village has in place.  

Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:50 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

RESOLUTION No.  3  of 2013

A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE THE CLOSING OF STREETS 

WITHIN THE VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD FOR THE ANNUAL

 LITTLE LEAGUE PARADE ON APRIL   27, 2013


WHEREAS, the Oakfield Little League Program as part of their annual Opening Day Celebration, has scheduled a “Little League Parade” to take place on Saturday, April 27th, 2013 from 9:00 a.m. to approximately 9:30 a.m., and


WHEREAS, the proposed parade route includes a portion of New York State Route 63 located within the Village of Oakfield, between its Northern boundary (Traveling South) and Drake Street, (Route 262), and at this point bearing left, traveling East on Route 262 (Drake Street), to the Little League Park on Drake Street, directly across from the intersection of Drake Street and Dodge Street within said Village of Oakfield.


WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Oakfield has determined that it is necessary to close off a portion of New York State Route 63, and Route 262 within the Village of Oakfield as described herein in order to adequately protect the health, safety and welfare of the participants in the parade and spectators along the parade route,


NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED AND ORDERED by the Village Board of the Village of Oakfield, New York that New York State Route 63, and Route 262 shall be partially closed within the Village of Oakfield, New York on Saturday, April 27th, 2013 at approximately 9:00 a.m. in order to permit the passage of a parade along said route, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that said road shall be reopened to the passage of vehicular traffic as soon as practicable after the conclusion of said parade, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that during the aforementioned periods of time when New York State Route 63 and 262 shall be closed, the following detour shall be established: 


1. Southbound traffic on New York State Route 63 shall proceed East on Maltby Road to the intersection of Fisher Road, bearing right on Fisher Road traveling South across New York State Route 262, back to New York State Route 63.  


2. Northbound traffic on New York State Route 63 shall turn right on Fisher Road traveling north across New York State Route 262 to the intersection of Maltby Road, bearing left on Maltby Road back to New York State Route 63.


3. Westbound traffic on New York State Route 262 shall bear left at the intersection of Fisher Road to New York State Route 63 to travel south on Route 63, or otherwise bear right at the intersection of Fisher Road and left at the intersection of Maltby Road to New York State Route 63 to travel north on Route 63. 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that all traffic control devices to be erected shall be approved by the New York State Department of Transportation as required by law.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that the Village Clerk of the Village of Oakfield, New York shall post a copy of this resolution and order on the signboard maintained at the office, on or before April 1, 2013.
