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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

MAY 14, 2012
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:   Jason Armbrewster, Shelly D’Alba, Joan Stevens and Jeremy Yasses.

Reid Whiting, Attorney   Mr. Whiting submitted his Legal Services Agreement for the water tower replacement project that is required by Rural Development.

Mr. Whiting reported on the land acquisition for the water tower.  He has a signed agreement.  He is waiting for the seller’s attorney to secure a Release of the existing contract with the Town.

Judy Ward  requested a waiver of penalty on a water bill for the trailer park.  She had car trouble on the last day bills were due and could not get here.  It was on a Friday and the bill was put in the drop box over the weekend.  She was not aware the bills were picked up on Saturday.    She has problems with her tenants paying their water bills, and this was a substantial penalty.   The Board agreed the penalty must be paid by the 31st of July, the end of the next water quarter.  A letter will be sent to confirm the payment requirements.
Mike Bielski   Mr. Bielski complained about employees of Crazy Cheap Cars parking on North Pearl Street in front of his house.  Vehicles are parked there from 8:00 a.m until 9:00 p.m.  There are large vehicles and trucks that create a safety hazard backing out of his driveway.   He asked if a sign could be placed there restricting parking to library and residential parking only.  The Board does not want to set precedence for other streets by putting signs up there.  It was suggested that Mr. Bielski check on how close to the corner vehicles are parked.  Mayor Pastecki said he would contact Mr. Ognibene to try and resolve this.   Mr. Bielski also asked if something could be done where the dirt has settled next to the curb along Drake Street.   It needs to be filled in and graded better.    Supervisor Laney said he would look into it.      

Brian Glor, Zoning Officer  reported on permits issued in April.    He has  received complaints again on vehicles being parked in the vacant lot on Water Street.   The owner had promised vehicles would be removed, but they have not been.  He will be sending out an Order to Comply.  Attorney Whiting will work with him if nothing is done.   
Bruce Gerould, Code Enforcement Officer  reviewed his April report.   He has been working with property owners at 15 Gibson Street to remove a barn that is falling down.  He had given them 30 days to come up with a plan to take it down.   The 30 days has expired.  He  will send an Order to Comply with a deadline and will work with Attorney Whiting.  
 A representative from ISO has scheduled a meeting with Mr. Gerould on May 23, 2012 at 6:00 p.m.   He had received a survey a few weeks ago to complete for the meeting.   

PUBLIC COMMENTS  

Chad Williams, Vice-President, Oakfield Fire Department  The Fire Department has formed a truck committee to start the process of replacing a truck.  Truck 71 was purchased in 1996 and is due to be replaced in 2016.  However, there is an emergency issue with the rescue truck.  It is currently out of service.  It is 22 years old and the cost to put it back in service would be more than it is worth.   The Village does not own the rescue truck, but does own the equipment on the truck.  The rescue truck is needed to perform their duties.  They would like to use mobile reserve funds to replace the rescue truck now and work on a plan with the Town and Village for truck replacement.     The Village would then own four trucks.   They are estimating a cost of $100,000 - $130,000.   A custom built truck would run $170,000-$180,000.   They would like approval to draw up bid specs and prepare to bid the truck out.  

 A motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve the Fire Department drawing up bid specs and preparing for the bid process for the purchase of a new rescue truck.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.
