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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

May 29, 2012
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:   Jason Armbrewster, Shelly D’Alba, Joan Stevens and Jeremy Yasses.

Reid Whiting, Attorney    Attorney Whiting received a letter from Town Attorney Kevin Earl regarding prior negotiations between the Town and Village for the purchase of land for the water tower.  The letter set forth three items the Town would like to be reimbursed for in connection with their earlier efforts to purchase land for the water tower.   Attorney Whiting said if there were no resolutions by the Village to reimburse the Town, it would not be proper to do so.  The expenses were for a survey, abstract redate and legal services.   Generally the sellers are responsible for clearing title through the abstract and survey.  The letter indicated this could hold up the release of the Town contract with Lamb farms.  Supervisor Cianfrini said this was the first he had heard of any hold up regarding the release.   Initially the Gypsum Company was going to donate land for the water tower, and the Town would pick up the expenses.  Negotiations were discussed between the Town and Village regarding sharing expenses, but nothing was put in writing.   He does not want this to hold up the release of the Town contract with Lamb Farms.  He will talk to the Town attorney to come up with a figure to settle this and get back to Attorney Whiting so the Village can move forward with the purchase of the land.    
Executive Session   Attorney Whiting asked that the Board go into Executive Session to discuss pending litigation.  A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to go into Executive Session at 5:50 p.m. to discuss pending litigation.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

5.  Rezoning Business District   Mayor Pastecki asked the Board to consider rezoning the Episcopal Church tax parcel to C-1.  This would extend the C-1 district to N. Pearl Street and would allow for a business to occupy the church that is now vacant.  The Board agreed to send this to the Planning Board  for their review and recommendation.   The Board would also like Attorney Whiting to review the demolition law for any suggested changes.
6.  Security System   General Security found that the existing smoke alarms are not compatible with the new system under Option 1 that was approved at the last meeting.   That would increase the cost another $450.00.  Trustee Yasses suggested going with Option 3, which was reprogramming the current system and adding the key fobs for $150.00.    A Motion was made by Trustee Jeremy Yasses to rescind the prior motion to approve Option 1 of General Security’s quote and approve Option 3 in the amount of $150.00 to reprogram the current system and add 2 key fobs.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

Lead & Copper Testing   Lead and copper testing has been completed.  Twenty houses were tested at $20/sample.   This will be done again in November.   After the second testing we can ask for reduced monitoring.  
     Restoration – South Pearl Street  Supervisor Laney questioned the completion of the driveway approaches.  It appeared to be binder and not a topcoat.   He brought it up to the inspector, who checked it out and said it would have to be milled out and replaced.  This was discussed at the restoration meeting and was part of the cut sheet.    


Trash Cans   Supervisor Laney would like to look into new trash cans for Main Street.  The trash cans are deteriorating.  He will have prices at the next meeting.   
6. Request for Use of Triangle Park   The Boy Scouts requested use of Triangle Park on June 9, 2012 to work along with the Lion’s Club to cook hot dogs.    A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve the Boy Scout’s request to cook hot dogs at Triangle Park on June 9, 2012.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba
