4. D.P.W Report     
D.P.W. Hours  Supervisor Laney asked for clarification regarding the resolution passed on           April 23, 2012  setting D.P.W. hours for all employees at 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.   The Personnel Policy states that seasonal hours are at the discretion of the Supervisor.  He has always changed summer hours to 6:30 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. for the months of June, July and August.   The Board agreed on the summer hours.   He also asked that policy be set that any payments made after 2:30 p.m. on
 accounts that have had the water turned off for non-payment, will not have the water turned back on until the following day.       
Water Seminar   Supervisor Laney asked for approval for himself and one employee to attend a NY Rural Water seminar on July 11, 2012 in Lockport, NY.    There is no cost for the seminar, but it does not include lunch.   A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve Supervisor Laney’s request to attend the NY Rural Water seminar with one employee on July 11, 2012 in Lockport, NY to include lunch expense.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Jeremy Yasses.

Flag Removal   Flag day is June 14, 2012.  Supervisor Laney said he will arrange to have the flags  removed that evening.   The Board discussed removal of the flags on holidays and other flag-flying days.   The Board agreed that flag removal should be included with the duties of the employee on call for the holiday.   The Board asked Supervisor Laney to put together a list of days the flags are flown.   An amendment to the Personnel Policy will be discussed at the next meeting.   
Tree Grates   Supervisor Laney has found a local company that may be able to make the tree grates out of a heavy duty plastic that will be as strong as the cast iron ones.  He is waiting for an email with details and a quote.

Road Work   Town Highway Superintendent Dennis submitted a quote to stone and oil eight Village Streets through shared services in the amount of $36,683.93.   Supervisor Laney said it was his understanding that only four streets would be done, and had budgeted for four.    Trustee Yasses said he would prefer the rest of the Board be in attendance before approving the quote.  The Clerk will check on available funds to do all the streets.  The matter was tabled until the next meeting.  
Dead Trees – Main Street   Mayor Pastecki asked Supervisor Laney to look into the removal of the dead trees on Main Street.   Supervisor Laney said the dead trees were not appropriate for this location.  He is looking into trees that are approved for this area.  

Trash Cans  The Board looked at samples of trash cans to replace the ones on Main Street.  Supervisor Laney will check on total cost and available funds from this year’s budget. 
5.  Code Enforcement Report  The Board reviewed the Code Enforcement Officer’s report for May.
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 6:45 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Jeremy Yasses and carried by unanimous vote.
