SPECIAL MEETING

                           June 23rd , 2014
A special meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Jason Armbrewster followed by the Pledge to the Flag. The following Trustees were present: Shelly D’Alba, David Boyle, Scott Boring, and Joan Stevens

Also Present: Clerk/Treasurer Andrew Maguire, Zoning Board Member Peter Vandetta, Joyce Grazioplene, and Becky Chatt.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:
Becky Chatt:  Becky came to the Village Board meeting to discuss a letter she received from Zoning Officer Pastecki in regards to her selling merchandise from her previous business at 112 Main Street.  Ms. Chatt is asking permission to continue to sell her products until November and not be deemed as a Garage Sale. Becky has an agreement with the current owner of the property for use of that facility, 112 Main Street, until November of 2104. The issue is that the property was rezoned as a gym, via Re-site Planning and the proper channels, and is no longer a hardware store. Also, the red building, which Becky is operating from, is a separate parcel and is deemed a storage unit.  She is no longer the owner of the property and there is no new site plans submitted, therefore the current status of the property will not allow for her to sell her merchandise as a separate business. A temporary special use permit is not an option through The Board as she had asked; The Planning Committee can approve such action. If she is able to submit a site plan and a limited special use application before The Planning Committee, it may allow her to continue selling her merchandise until November. The planning board would have to approve the plan prior to allowance. She will be able to submit the applications and plans, as she does have the legal right of usage until November, which she provided to The Board. Planning Board Chairperson, Michael Dilcher, will be contacted by Mayor Armbrewster to discuss in further detail. It was recommended that Ms. Chatt submit a garage sale permit application for 6 days of usage, with no fee, which will give her time to complete the needed applications and site plan, as this is not a typical situation.
