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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

June 25, 2012
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:   Jason Armbrewster, Shelly D’Alba, Joan Stevens and Jeremy Yasses.   
Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Zoning Officer Brian Glor, Nancy Hensel.
Brian Glor, Zoning Officer    Zoning Officer Glor reported on permits issued in June.  

 He received the following complaints:
 Junk vehicle, furniture, bedding, refrigerator stored outside at 25 Farnsworth Avenue.  The property owner is cleaning it up.   He has 30 days to remove the vehicle.      

Trucks using the alleyway on Broadway.  Zoning Officer Glor said according to an opinion by the Village Attorney, property owners on either side of the alleyway can use it for ingress and egress.  The Planning Board included a restriction on the site plan review for Dollars & Sense restricting vehicles using the alleyway.   It is his opinion they cannot regulate the alleyway.   The Zoning Officer will send a letter to the complainant explaining that it can be used by the property owners for ingress and egress.

Demolition Law  The Zoning Officer suggested the Board consider including with the proposed demolition law a requirement that if a commercial building on commercial property is demolished a like commercial building has to be built in that same place.   This would prevent losing storefronts on Main Street.   Mayor Pastecki said Attorney Whiting is looking into a moratorium on demolitions.   
PUBLIC COMMENTS  
Nancy Hensel  Mrs. Hensel asked who was responsible for the Yellow Goose building.  There are weeds growing around the building and it looks broken down.  It is an eyesore.  Trustee Yasses said he knows the owner, he will contact him.  She also wanted to report that on Wednesday night her car window was smashed and her car was broken into.  Her car was locked and alarm protected.  A neighbor responding to a fire call at 1:00 a.m. saw two men in her driveway by the front door.   She is upset with the increase in crime and would like to see something done.  She does not care if taxes go up.   Neighbors feel the same way, but do not want to speak out.   She would like to see some type of patrol.  Mayor Pastecki said he has been talking to the Sheriff and investigators.  Things are getting progressively worse in Oakfield.  Drugs are more proliferate.  Oakfield is on their radar.   He would like to work with Sheriff Maha to come up with a plan for additional coverage with a cost estimate.    
OLD BUSINESS

1.  Water Tower   Mayor Pastecki reported that Attorney Whiting said there was a hold up on the land purchase due to the possibility that chemicals were dumped near the site.  He found out today this is not an issue.  He will be getting an Affidavit to that effect.   He hopes to close within the next week.  Rural Development will require him to sign papers saying the Village is in control of the property and then the Tower can be put out to bid. 
a.  Town Attorney’s Fees   The Board reviewed the statement of attorney’s fees submitted by the Town of Oakfield for reimbursement.  Since this was agreed upon previously, the Board felt they should stand by their word.   A Motion was made by Trustee Jeremy Yasses to pay $2,648.00 for Attorney Kevin Earl’s fees.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Armbrewster.

2.  Zoning Amendment - Moratorium   Attorney Whiting is working on the process.
3.  Personnel Policy Amendment   Personnel Committee, Trustee Stevens will work with Supervisor Laney on the wording to amend the Personnel Policy with regard to removal of flags on holidays and flag-flying days.  Supervisor Laney has a list of days the flags should be flown.  He will make sure the flags are removed July 4th.
4.  Road Repair    A Motion was made by Trustee Jason Armbrewster to stone and oil Broadway Street, Park Avenue, Albert Street, Church Street, Maple Avenue, Gibson Street, Stevens Street, and Coe Avenue as quoted by Town Superintendent Dennis at an estimated cost of $36,683.93.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

Prior to the vote Trustee Armbrewster said this is the least expensive way to buy more time and provide a better driving surface.  This is a different process than it was 10 years ago.   He asked Supervisor Laney to sweep up the loose stone.

1. Approval of Minutes –  A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to approve the minutes of the June 11, 2012 meeting.    The motion was seconded by Trustee Jeremy Yasses.

2. Financial Reports/ P.O’s The Board reviewed the May preliminary financial reports.
a. Purchase Orders #56-61   A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to approve Purchase Orders #56-61.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

3. Sheriff Patrol   Mayor Pastecki said he feels one of the responsibilities of government is to protect the citizens.  He feels there is a cost effective way to provide additional security.  He would like to sit down with the Sheriff and come up with some options.  Trustee Yasses said he would like to work with Mayor Pastecki and be involved with the discussions.   He will also go to the next Town Board meeting and County Legislature meeting to discuss the problem.  Trustee Armbrewster said he would go also.   Trustee Yasses said there are repeat offenders getting off with a slap on the hand.  We also need the support of the District Attorney’s office as well as the Sheriff to get the repeat offenders in jail.  
4. D.P.W. Report     
Clarifier Repair   The clarifier at the sewer plant has been repaired.  
     Lost Water Average  Supervisor Laney reported the lost water average was 4% this quarter.   He credits this to the new transmission main. 

Broken Panel Line   Supervisor Laney was notified by the employee on call over the weekend that one of the lines  in the pressure sensing panel blew and soaked the inside of the panel.   The tank was not filling up all the way.  The leak was fixed.  He had him check it at 11:00 a.m., and it was working fine.  Supervisor Laney checked it at 5:00 p.m. and everything was back to normal.   Supervisor Laney talked with the engineer and he thought it may have been a glitch in the system.   He also talked with Keeler Construction.  They sent Suburban Electric out to look at it.  They said the problem with the tank filling was definitely the result of the line breaking and they were going to contact the manufacturer to replace the line and test the panel.  Trustee Armbrewster said he would like to see the whole panel replaced.  This is the second time the line has blown. 
Dead Trees – Main Street   Supervisor Laney will be replacing the two dead trees on Main Street with a Japanese Lilac and a Crabapple tree.  

Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:20 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster and carried by unanimous vote.
The Board moved the July 9th meeting to July 10, 2012 and canceled the work session scheduled for July 23, 2012.
