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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

AUGUST 13, 2012
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:   Joan Stevens and Jeremy Yasses, Jason Armbrewster, and Shelly D’Alba
Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Code Officer Bruce Gerould, Attorney Reid Whiting, Bill Sturgeon Jr., Fire Chief Sean Downing
Attorney Reid Whiting   Attorney Whiting explained the process for adopting a moratorium on demolitions.  It would be the same as the local law process.   He also discussed other options for putting restrictions on demolitions.  The Board agreed to move forward with the local law for demolitions and not adopt a moratorium.  Attorney Whiting will prepare a draft for the next meeting.

Water Tower Land Purchase  Attorney Whiting has received the survey for the land, and his concern about an old easement has been negated.   He feels they should be ready to close by the end of the week.  

Bruce Gerould, Code Enforcement Officer   
The property at 22 Webber Avenue is tied up in foreclosure.   The Bank has boarded up the property.  The Board instructed Supervisor Laney to turn the water off.  

Wilson Farms is changing to 7-11.  A permit was issued last week.


27 South Pearl has been purchased by a new owner.  Broken windows have been boarded up.  

Code Officer Gerould sent a letter to the property owner of the parking lot at the end of Water Street regarding blacktopping the lot.  It is scheduled to be done by the end of September.


Gibson Street barn demolition is scheduled for this month.


Yellow Goose property has been cleaned up by their property maintenance people.

PUBLIC COMMENTS    
Bill Sturgeon Jr.  asked the Board to consider amending the local law for garage sale permits to require that the permit be obtained by the property owner.  A garage sale permit was obtained by an individual to hold a garage sale on his property while he was away.  He had no knowledge of this until he came to get a permit and was told he could not have any more.   The Board agreed to allow him to have one more.  The Clerk will make sure garage sale permits are signed or co-signed by the property owner. 

Sean Downing, Fire Chief    Chief  Downing reported that the bids were opened on August 3, 2012.   There were eleven requests for bids.  Three bids were received.  One of the bidders will be bringing in a truck next week for them to look at.  Mini-rescue bids ranged from $124,723 to $134,000.   Mini-pumper bids ranged from $184,000 - $186,000.  The truck committee reviewed all the bids.  Chief Downing is looking into getting a Ford Fleet number. That would provide a $7,000 discount.  The Board asked to have Attorney Whiting review the bids with respect to the legalities of awarding the bid.

6. D.P.W Report     
Street Repair – Stone & Oil  The stone and oil project has been completed.   All loose stone was swept up.  Actual cost was $12,000 less than estimated.   
South Pearl Street Repaving   The project has been backed up due to some issues with sewer laterals.  Milling is scheduled for August 15th, and paving for August 22nd.    

Mill Street Cleanup  D.P.W. has been working on cleaning up the Mill Street property.   They ran into a lot of poison ivy and were not able to do any chipping.  The Town has offered to install culvert pipe across the creek from the Mill Street property to the Little League Park at no cost to the Village.  This would give more access to Village property from Mill Street.  The Board approved.  

Surplus Equipment  Supervisor Laney checked into the cost of having the hard drives cleaned up on the old computers that are on the surplus list.  It would cost $10-15 per computer.   Batavia Computer will take the computers, clean them up at no cost and donate to Boy Scouts or other non-profit organizations.  The Board agreed to donate the computers to Batavia Computer.  

Lightning Strike – Sewer Plant   There is damage to three pumps, but the extent is unknown until they are pulled out.  There is a company coming in tomorrow to give an estimate on pulling the pumps.    

Labor Days in the Park  The Village D.P.W. will be helping to set up for the Labor Days celebration during regular work hours.

Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster and carried by unanimous vote.
