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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

September 24, 2012
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Rick Pastecki followed by the Pledge to the Flag and Prayer.  The following Trustees were present:    Shelly D’Alba, Joan Stevens and Jeremy Yasses.  Absent:  Jason Armbrewster.   
Also present: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Fire Chief Sean Downing.  
PUBLIC COMMENTS  There were no public comments.
OLD BUSINESS

1.  Water Tower Update   Clerk Grazioplene reported on the meeting that was held on September 19, 2012 with Jeff Smith and Mary Chapell of Municipal Solutions, Town of Oakfield Supervisor Mike Cianfrini, Trustee Jason Armbrewster, and Janet Sage and Kevin Fisher from the Alabama Town Council.    Mayor Pastecki reported on a meeting that was held with the Town of Alabama, GCIDA, Town of Oakfield, and Tom Carpenter.  The meeting was initiated by Janet Sage and Dan Mangino, Town of Alabama Supervisor.  Plans for the Stamp project were shown.  They hope to be voting on it by the end of October.   Clark Patterson is leaning toward bidding a larger tank.   Alabama has included $250,000 in their engineering report to contribute toward a larger tank.  

Intermunicipal Agreements for Tax Exemption have been signed by the Town of Oakfield and have been given to the County for their signature.   

2.  Village Building Upgrade  Trustee Yasses met with MRB Group and their lead architect to look over the building and the sewer plant.  They said most of the main components are not out of date.  They will do a free energy audit also at no cost.  They want to come back and go through the buildings again, and will report on their ideas.    
NEW BUSINESS   

1. Approval of Minutes –   Mayor Pastecki asked that the minutes be corrected to show that he voted yes on Change Order #4 under Old Business #1. Transmission Main.  Trustees Yasses said he would also like the minutes to reflect under the D.P.W. report, Change in Hours, Trustee Armbrewster approved the change as long as everyone in the D.P.W. Department was in agreement.  A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to approve the minutes of the September 10, 2012 meeting with the following corrections:  1.  Under Old Business, Transmission Main, Change order #4 -  add Mayor Pastecki’s name to the Aye votes,  2.  Under D.P.W. Report, Change in Hours, add that Trustee Jason Armbrewster approved as long as everyone in the D.P.W. Department was in agreement.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

2. Financial Reports The Board reviewed the August financial reports.
3. Snow Removal Agreement     The Snow Removal Agreement has been submitted by the Town of Oakfield.   The amount of the contract is $24,625.18.   A Motion was made by Trustee Jeremy Yasses to approve the Snow Removal Agreement with the Town of Oakfield in the amount of  $24,625.18.  The motion was seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba.

4. Zoning Officer     A letter of resignation was received from Zoning Officer Brian Glor effective September 30, 2012.    The Clerk will advertise the vacancy in the paper and on the signboard. Trustee Yasses will check with the Town of Alabama Zoning Officer to see if he would be interested in the position temporarily.   The Board set the pay at $20.00/ hour for a temporary Zoning Officer.  A Motion was made by Trustee Joan Stevens to purchase a $50.00 gift certificate from the Caryville Inn and present it to Mr. Glor at the next meeting with a certificate of appreciation for his years of service.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Jeremy Yasses.

5. Newsletter     The Board discussed sending a newsletter out by the end of October.  
6. D.P.W. Report     
Employee Injury   Supervisor Laney reported Eric Carlsen is still out with a back injury.  Expected return date is October 1, 2012.    Employees have been told to start wearing the Village back supports during heavy lifting.  Supervisor Laney has since talked with NYMIR risk management coordinator, who does not recommend the back supports.     He also talked to the Village attorney, who agreed that if employees are not properly fitted and trained on how to use them, they should not wear them.   Based on the recommendation from NYMIR and the Village attorney, the Board agreed to not require employees to wear the back supports unless they are recommended by a doctor.  
     Sewer Plant Insurance Claim  Supervisor Laney spoke with the insurance adjuster.  They will pay for repair of the pumps, not replacement.  They are still operational, but something needs to be done – they are not sturdy.  The Board agreed to repair the pumps.  


Bridge Repair – North Pearl Street  Supervisor Laney was informed by the County that North Pearl Street from Water to Drake Street will be closed for approximately two weeks for bridge replacement.  


Lost Water   Supervisor Laney reported the lost water for this quarter is 1%. 
7.  Fire Department Report   Chief Downing reported he has filed and obtained a Ford Fleet number, and issued a P.O. to KME for the rescue truck.  The fleet discount was figured into the bid from KME.  He reviewed the list of additional items needed for the truck, the cost of mounting lights, lettering, etc., that were not part of the bid.   The estimated cost is $9,335.00.  This will be charged to this year’s budget.

Hose testing is complete.  Ladder testing will be done on Friday.  The pump testing will be scheduled soon.  Fire prevention week is October 7-13, 2012.  Supplies have been ordered for the school programs.   
Having no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:00 p.m. on motion by Trustee Joan Stevens, seconded by Trustee Shelly D’Alba and carried by unanimous vote.
