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VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

SEMI-MONTHLY MEETING

September 9, 2013
A regular meeting of the Village of Oakfield Board of Trustees was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Jeremy Yasses followed by the Pledge to the Flag.  The following Trustees were present:  Jason Armbrewster, Shelly D’Alba and Joan Stevens.  Absent: Clerk/Treasurer Joyce Grazioplene. 
Also present: Deputy Clerk Michelle Bartholomew, D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney, Dave Boyle, Gerry Fry, Laurie Fry and Ryan Colvin of MRB Group.
There were no public comments.
OLD BUSINESS

Ryan Colvin of MRB Group mentioned that 4 bidders are expected to bid.  The bid opening will be on Friday, September 20, 2013 at 2:00 p.m. at the Village Hall.  They will be here and will make a recommendation.  Mayor Jeremy Yasses asked if they were going to have an asbestos abatement company come in and will that be included in the bids.  Ryan Colvin of MRB Group said yes and cost will only be based on what they remove.
1.   Water Tower Update DPW Supervisor Dave Laney mentioned that the welding on the water tower should be roughly done by Friday, September 20th.  Mayor Jeremy Yasses asked about the utilities and D.P.W. Supervisor Dave Laney said he received an email from Clark Patterson stating it still has to go through planning and will be about 6-8 weeks.  Supervisor Dave Laney said he has not heard when they are going to start the ditches for the water main and painting the water tower.  Mayor Jeremy Yasses said he will put in a call.
Approval of Pay Application #4    The Board reviewed pay application #4 submitted by Caldwell Tanks in the amount of $76,821.75.  A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to approve pay application #4.   The motion was seconded by Trustee Jason Armbrewster.

THM System Mayor Jeremy Yasses said the THM System is not in our plans but it is recommended.  He talked with David Whitcroft of the County Health Department and he said it’s not mandated to put it in but the County is recommending it for future to help regulate our water. The Village is getting stale water coming from Monroe County. The cost is $70,000.00 for a THM system.  He also said our water quality is up to date now.  Mayor Jeremy Yasses asked Clark Patterson and they said we don’t need to put one in right now.  He also said he feels the Village shouldn’t have to pay for this since we are getting water from Monroe County.  Trustee Jason Armbrewster suggested asking the County for money to do it.  Mayor Jeremy Yasses said he will attend the next Legislative Meeting.
2. Fire Department Rental Agreement Mayor Jeremy Yasses made a couple of changes to the Fire Department Rental Agreement and asked the Board for their thoughts. The Board agreed to an increase of $200.00 per year for a term of 5 years.  Also, under Sale of Premise, the tenant shall have a right of first refusal.  The Village has right to buy the building for equal cost.  If the Fire Department decides to sell they have to give the Village notice of at least 60 days in writing and that’s only if they sold the building and not to the Village, they can’t kick the Village out because we would be locked in for a 5 year commitment.  The Board agreed. Mayor Jeremy Yasses will present this to the Fire Department.
3.  Zoning Ordinance Amendents 
     Planning Board Report Mayor Jeremy Yasses said he attended the Planning Board meeting on August 
26, 2013 and the Planning Board’s recommendation for sandwich board signs are there can be no more 
than 2 signs per building and set hours of 8-5p.m. for advertisement.  The Planning Board was not in 
favor of changing Water Street from residential to commercial.  Mayor Jeremy Yasses pointed out that 
there was concern that all the buildings on Water St. would be torn down if it was rezoned-that cannot 
happen under the new demolition law.  The Planning Board also made a suggestion of looking at 
parking in the strip behind the Village building.  Mayor Jeremy Yasses and DPW Supervisor Dave 
Laney met with Steve Mountain and presented the Board with two options for parking on N. Pearl St.  
Option 1:  5 parking spaces with a sidewalk and a proposed driveway near the fire hydrant.  Option 2:  
6 parking spaces with sidewalk, also a strip with no parking in place of proposed driveway.  Water St. 
is also a possibility.  Mayor Jeremy Yasses also stated that there will be a bumper line so that the car 
dealership can pull their cars up to it.  He said coming out of the Library is hard to see when turning 
left onto N. Pearl St. so they would leave a 5-6 ft. buffer so that nobody can park there.  The Board 
discussed having a survey done to determine the right of way on N. Pearl St.
     Request for Proposals-Parking Lot Study Three proposals were submitted.  MRB Group at $6,900, 
Clark Patterson Lee at $1,700, Mountain Engineering at $1,100.  
A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to award the Parking Lot Study to Mountain Engineering.
The Motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.

4. Zoning/Code Reports   The Board reviewed the Zoning/Code Reports.  Mayor Jeremy Yasses said that Zoning Officer Rick Pastecki is doing an awesome job along with his reports and is keeping everything looking good.
5. Financial Reports   The Board reviewed the Financial Reports.

6. Sheriff’s Contract   Mayor Jeremy Yasses said the Sheriff’s Department is doing great.  There have been some recent break-ins and they are on it.  Tim Wescott has been appointed to Youth Officer for the County.  Mayor Jeremy Yasses would like to extend the contract and make it longer instead of year by year.  He would like to lock them in at 3-4 years with no extra hours added.
7. D.P.W Report     
Betterment Committee DPW helped with the Labor Day set up and cleaned up afterwards.
Sidewalks Supervisor Dave Laney said they will be working on more sidewalk replacements.  He said they should get sidewalks done by the end of September.  They would be almost 100% done.
Sewer Plant Supervisor Dave Laney said he was asked by Lou to help pump down the other clarifier and fill up filter media.

Fire Trucks Supervisor Dave Laney said the Fire trucks are due for an oil change which is due next month.  The DPW usually does this.  He does not have the combination to the fire dept. door. (Mayor Jeremy Yasses called John Igoe and he gave him the combination).

Old Water Tank Supervisor Dave Laney received a rough estimate from Global Contracting to demolish the old tank. They also told him the price could vary from fall to spring depending on what scrap prices are.
Shut-off Notices Supervisor Dave Laney would like to still hand out the orange delinquent shut off notices.  They handed out 42 orange notices this last quarter and only had to shut off 10 services.  If they didn’t hand them out they would be shutting off 42 services.  He also said handing them out does work, they do get responses.  The Board agreed.
Executive Session   Mayor Jeremy Yasses requested to go into executive session to discuss a personnel issue regarding future employment.  A Motion was made by Trustee Shelly D’Alba to go into Executive Session at 7:09 p.m. The motion was seconded by Trustee Joan Stevens.
