PUBLIC HEARINGS:

1) Water and Agriculture Rate Increase and Resolution # 7-2015: Amending Appendix A of Water Rules and Regulations that Pertains to Rates.
A Motion was made by Trustee D’alba to approve Resolution # 7-2015: Amending Appendix A of Water Rules and Regulations that Pertain to Rates effective June 1st, 2015, second by Trustee Stevens.  Ayes: Boyle, D’alba, Boring, Stevens.      Carried
2) Sewer Rate Increase and Resolution # 8- 2015: Increasing the Sewer Rate.
A Motion was made by Trustee D’alba to approve Resolution # 8- 2015: Increasing the Sewer Rate effective June 1st, 2015, second by Trustee Stevens.  Ayes: Boyle, D’alba, Boring, Stevens.      Carried

PUBLIC COMMENTS: 
None
OLD BUSINESS:
1) Forest Ave. and Water St. Reconstruction Project Update: Steve Mountain. Mr. Mountain reports there was a pre-construction meeting this morning. Trustee D’alba and DPW Supervisor Laney were present. Contract one should be started in first or second week of May. The Village will put project information on their bulletin board, and door hangers to the residents of those streets. Mark Wright with Mountain Engineering is the inspector of the project, Scott Lawler is in charge of construction, and Steve will be available as needed. Once the project starts it will be a dusty and messy for a while and residents will need additional parking while access to their driveways is unavailable. Trustee Dalba states to speak with M&T bank about potentially using their parking lot. Clerk Treasurer Maguire will contact the branch manager this week. Mr. Mountain states there will be times the residents will need that parking. Forest Ave is tight and there is not a lot of room to park on the streets. Parking and walking is typical for full reconstruction projects. The door hangers will include that information and more to those residents. Also, they will include a request for individual contact information. They will be returned to the Village Office and given to the inspector. Trustee D’alba agrees having them sent to the office would be great and have a quick turn around on any issues. Mr. Mountain believes the sooner it is completed, the better off the residents and Village is. If any issues come up, communication is key. There is a pole on Water Street in street parking area that needs to be moved because of guide wires. Working with National Grid on a solution now, they may have to do underground, or spanning. Or we may lose a parking space or two as a last resort. It will need to be resolved by July, which leaves plenty of meetings to discuss further. There are always contingency funds set up in the projects to work with things like this. Working with National Grid is the best way to handle this. Trustee Boyle asked how long of a period is there between the two projects. Mr. Mountain states that Contract two will have many projects involved and they can condense contract requirements if needed and would like to begin ASAP. The contractors are reliable and they are efficient, it will be done quickly, as it progresses Mr. Mountain will provide updates. Mayor Armbrewster asked if there will be a temp water service line. Mr. Mountain states no, it will get changed over quick. There will be times it is shut down temporarily and notices will be given to residents. Legally, it can be up to four hours of no water to residents, but do not foresee that will be the case on this project or any extended shut downs. 
Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Study (SSES) and Waste Water Treatment Program (WWTP): Mr. Mountain presented the Board of Trustees a New York Rural Water Association Hold Harmless & Indemnification Agreement for the SSES. The project is going well. The full monitoring is almost done, then smoke testing and televising is next. The Proposal called for Camden Group to perform the televising, at $18,000. Supervisor Laney suggested New York State Rural Waters could do the testing a taping and be less costly. They are limited on how much they can do, but can handle this project and are ready for it. The smoke testing will be conducted at end of this month and by the end of May the taping will be done. With Rural Waters the data needs to be correlated after, Camden Group would complete that process. The DPW Department will have to spend more time with Rural Waters as well. It needs to be shown as Village personnel in kind services. There will be some needed expenditures on certain things, will need to buy equipment to complete the job. It can be done at a max of $9,000. Mayor Armbrewster would like to send a letter to residents about the sanitary sewer codes. Mr. Mountain states they will be sending letters where the smoke testing is proposed. The smoke can enter homes if there is a leak. The smoke tries to escape any way it can, even gutters on buildings.  Correction to those leaks saves the Village money and blocks potentially harmful sewer gases. A standard letter will be sent to all sewer users in the Village and Town. It is a non-toxic smoke, has a slight odor. It will not affect sum pumps or rain water hooked to the sewer. Send the letter out this week. Mayor Armbrewster states it could be included in a 2 page spring newsletter. Something with bullet points about the project. It will can be printed through ABS and mailed cheaply with a bulk mail rate. Mr. Mountain states that only certain areas need the smoke testing but a mass letter may get more attention; it will describe the areas affected in the newsletter, and have them contact DPW Department with concerns. Mayor Armbrewster states there will be two phone numbers on the newsletter, the DPW’s, and the Village Office’s. Residents will be frantic if they get smoke in there house. If they look at the letter they will know what to expect and how to prevent. The Mayor would like it sent out by the end of this week. All parties will put together their respective pieces and have it ready to go out by next week. The Waste Water Program is looking at 2017 year budget and may be A couple years out. The Village may want to consider looking elsewhere for grant funding. Trustee Boring likes the idea of saving money and using in kind services instead by using Rural Water in the testing. Mr. Mountain will draft a formal letter and can apply properly. It would be a proposed letter of amendment to the original proposal for the change to Rural Development. DPW Supervisor Laney states he received a call from the Town of Batavia and under shared services they will be helping with new mapping of the manholes in the Village on April 15th with GPS mapping. Mr. Mountain agrees with the need to get those figures and have accurate data with an accurate map. 
2) Camden Group Solar Panel Proposal Update.

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Resolution # 9-2015: Closing the Streets for Memorial Day Parade on May 25th, 2015.
2. A Motion was made by Trustee D’alba to approve Resolution # 9-2015, second by Trustee Boyle.  Ayes: Boyle, D’alba, Boring, Stevens.      Carried
3. Village and Town of Oakfield Agreement for Operation and Maintenance of Water Facilities: Mayor Armbrewster states the Village Attorney’s office has sent representation present for tonight’s proceedings and Attorney Jake Whiting will be for counsel. Mr. Whiting states if the Village Board is considering amendments to the agreement; currently there is only an agreement in place with water distract 2 and 3 is being metered currently. The Village Board may want to consider the specifics about the types of maintenance the Village will perform. Mr. Whiting states if the Village is used to this type of maintenance already though, it shouldn’t be an issue. As for maintaining the Public Water System, the Village Board may want to review paragraph ten, section 2, pertaining to total amount of expenditures and who will be financially liable, it is currently the Village’s responsibility for anything under $20,000. Supervisor Laney reports a Town Fire Hydrant was struck by a driver, and he has received the driver’s information and who should pay for it. Their car insurance carrier should cover the repairs in the end. The Town of Oakfield is too busy and so is the Village to fix the hydrant immediately.  Mayor Armbrewster asked the Board if they want to keep at $20,000 or lower. Trustee Stevens believes the $20,000 is ok, Trustee Boyle agrees, Trustee Boring feels it is a good cushion if something major happens to the system. Trustee Boyle states a paragraph was left out about flushing of hydrants, they are asking to remove that paragraph. Trustee D’alba does not see a problem about that, it is necessary info for re-levy, can just roll over to the next year. Mr. Whiting states it is very similar to the previous agreement. If more water districts will be formed, more blanket language to cover the new districts. Their office will draft a resolution and will allow for more time to review the language. 
Proposed Water Agreement with the Town of Batavia for Water Quality: Mayor Armbrewster met with the Genesee County Water Board and Monroe County Water authority about the water quality issues. The Village purchase from Genesee County and the water travels through Town of Batavia water mains. Working out an agreement with the Town of Batavia about water quality and suggestion on quality is important. They will help anyway they can, it benefits both. The Village Board and the Town Board is the next steps, otherwise it might go stagnate. The Board and DPW is doing everything they can to get the water quality better.  
Fire Chief/President Report:  Trustee Stevens states she was unhappy with the E-mail correspondence from the Fire Department. The language in the e-mail does not seem appropriate, especially the piece about not signing the fire agreement. Assistant Chief Williams states that it was a Fire Board decision to hold off on signing.  Mayor Armbrewster does thank the Fire Department for the budget that was presented. The town of Oakfield’s budget is compiled in November. Right now, the Town is looking to us to pass the Fire Department budget.  The Village Board came to the meeting to talk about the budget in March. A lot of people are donating their time to the department and doing more. That was a good starting point on how they presented their budget, but the Board wanted to see tighter numbers. Chief Schiebber asked which tighter numbers.  Assistant Chief Williams reduced the numbers so they are tighter. Mayor Armbrewster states that the budget is down to 4 trucks, and a more fuel efficient budget. Clerk-Treasurer Maguire never got a response to the e-mail that was sent March 27th, after conferring with the Village Board on March 23rd and the Board came back and asked for a 3%. Assistant Chief asked if this was in regards to the budget amendment transfer for 2014-2015, or for next year’s budget.  In Chad’s response e-mail, it states the fire agreement is being tabled by the Fire Board. Chief Schiebber states they are not going to let a contract go. Mayor Armbrewster states the Town of Oakfield should be more involved. Assistant Chief Williams asked why the Town did not attend their budget presentation meeting. Mayor Armbrewster said there was reasoning, but cannot speak for their Board. It was explained to them that the meeting was only about the truck. Mayor Armbrewster did speak with Town Supervisor Glor after the presentation. Assistant Chief Williams states the reason is they do not know about the trucks and that was not the actual budget presentation. Mayor Armbrewster will look at the minutes. He states everyone is here to protect the Village and Town. The Mayor would like to get  the data and see more regulations. Assistant Chief Willaims states the Board can see the NFPA Regulations anytime they would like. The Mayor than inquired about the language in the e-mail about becoming their own fire district. Assistant Chief Williams states it would be a joint fire district, at the end of the day, the Fire Department would set the rates on the tax roll to residents. Its own rate on its own budget. That can be discussed further at a later date. The overall numbers would be better for the Village Budget. Mayor Armbrewster state we may want to have a fire committee, with the Town and Village. Assistant Chief Williams states the Department had an independent study which are ISO ratings. It states what they have now is insufficient. The Department needs another latter and engine.  What they have is listed in that rating. The Mayor states his is good information to know. The Truck will have to wait until next year though. Assistant Chief Williams asked where this information is coming from. The Department was not expecting to see the truck this year. The proposal states Jan 16th, 2016 will be first payment. Engine 71 will need a new transmission, this just happened this week. The DPW is not a transmission mechanic for the maintenance and had not been informed of the issue, the truck is almost 19 years old. The numbers are put forth, and the Fire Department is trying to look at the bigger picture. Next they will address the Town Board. Chief Scheibber asked if the Village Board would be present.  Mayor Armbrewster states he doesn;;t believe anything will change, cannot afford the expenditures right now, haveing an ISO that says we need another engine and a latter is what the Board wants to see. Assistant Chief Williams states the ISO rating affects homeowners ins rates, the higher that goes, the higher the rate. Pennies to the dollar compared to the total amount to tax payers. Trustee Boyle states that the Board’s request for 3% was for about $2500. It was not a great idea to pick a fight over something like this. The rental amount got kicked up, and has not been working more cohesively. He would like to be there for the Town’s meeting. They have cleaned a lot of things; we do not want to lose that momentum. Assistant Chief Williams states it may not be a lot of money, but it gets the department back on track for our needed purchasing. The Department is adding 3 new members that are either young or very qualified. Without those funds, the department can’t get them boots, that little extra really helps. Trustee Stevens asked about a fundraising and if they have plans for any. Assistant Chief Williams states the building needs to be revamped. Mayor Amrbrewster states that previously a rescue truck purchased by the Village that was not budgeted. Members bought that and ambulance. When purchased like that, it sets the Village and Fire Department behind. Assistant Chief Williams states It did in the reserve fund, the reserve has been underfunded for years. The Mayor states it was not in budget or reserve. Looking for 2016-17 fire truck on that year’s budget. Now we are looking at 5% increase instead of 3%. Chief Schiebber states fire truck prices will be going up and the truck has already been spec’d out. Mayor Armbrewster asked if the department can replace 2 with one or 1 with 2. Chief Schiebber states it will be more expensive. Mayor Armbrewster asks if it is possible to combine the 2002 and 1996, and use as a backup. The Fire Chief states that only leaves one truck to respond. 2 engines need to have a tag truck and water supply, and a tanker, which is static. 71 is an engine, 72, 73, the department can’t take two and make it one. It will make ISO rating worse. ISO is saying the department needs a latter truck. The truck that is needed is the one they presented. Modular form means quicker turn around. When replacing 72, it needs more bells and whistles. JA, what would we like to do. Trustee Stevens states she did not like reading that E-mail. Assistant Williams states he is sorry is she was offended, wants to look toward the future. The houses are still protected regardless if the agreement was tabled. Trustee Stevens states the department does a great job and it was scary to read that they were not signing the agreement over money. Mayor Armbrewster states seeing budget numbers are difficult. The tax rate may need to be raised. Things go up more quickly, the Town also pays workers comp. Assistant Chief Williams will be updating list for who is current members and their capacity and who is removed. Mayor Armbrewster would like a monthly report, an e-mail is fine. Do not want any more correspondences that get side tracked, no more e-mails like that. Put forth the effort to get the truck. That will have to involve the Town. Trustee D’alba agrees the Town should have a say. Assistant Chief Williams states the department ordered 7 sets of gear, and 3 more tonight. It is justified; they have 3 new members, an open house April 25th, 11AM-2 PM. Presentation in hope of accepting new members. 
A Motion was made by Trustee Boring to approve the 5% increase, a total amount of $99,590.00 on the 2015-2016 Tentative Budget, second by Trustee D’alba. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba, Stevens. Carried.
4. Zoning/Code Reports: Rick Pastecki: Zoning and code report. Zoning is picking up, people want to fix up their decks etcetera. Handling a lot of phone calls and residents need direction. Rick has reviewed the proposed amendments. Rick has some questions and concerns. The Mayor would like Mr. Pastecki to e-mail him the ideas and concerns. The Board has not seen this document yet. The committee will be meeting again to adjust as needed. Mr. Pastecki will e-mail them. Ample opportunity for full review, hoping some of the proposed changes do not make it to the public hearing. Trustee D’alba asked if there were any updates to Somerton’s property. Zoning Officer Pastecki states nothing yet, did walk by, he has until May 15th, 2015 to be completed. Trustee D’alba asked what the Town of Oakfield needs to do and was confused about the ruling. Will likely have to violate him, it has been several years now and is still not complete. Mayor Armbrewster would like an E-mail sent to him of the local law pertaining to violations.

11. D.P.W. Report. DPW Supervisor Laney read his monthly work report. EJ Prescott is no longer the distributor of Sensus Products. There was a meeting with Sensus and. EJ Prescott has stated the Village will be taken care of, and both will fulfill their obligations. HD Supply is the new supplier of Sensus and assist us with any future Sensus needs. Mayor Armbrewster states the antenna based reading needs a 98.5% read of all users is with EJP, not Sensus or HD Supply. Mayor asked if there were any meter pits. Supervisor Laney states about 40 of them. Found out on Thursday that water is filling in those. The Mayor asked if anyone from the DPW was there for Water District 4 meter pits? Supervisor Laney states no, but was brought up at water meeting, no installation in trenched areas. No pits were installed in trenched areas. Trutee D’alba asked what roads were done. Supervison Laney states Lockport Rd. Mayor Armbrewster would like this included on newsletter. Trustee D’alba asked what is an MXU. Supervisor Laney states a Radio on outside of house which allows for the drive by readings. Supervisor Laney would like to send Employees Mikolajczyk and Carlsen to a WWC water seminar on May 6th, in Newfane. Water loss average is down to 9%. Some days usage is very high, others is back to normal. Trying to find out why. Supervisor Laney did get more pricing on a zero turn lawn mower and might be able to get it this year. John deer is $10,595. A Ferris lawn mower is an option; all have 61 inch decks, and most expensive is $8870. Almost $2000 cheaper than John Deer and have good reviews. Did a pilot on a zero turn all mowed areas in half the amount of time. Future Main and Drake has a reserve that has been left over for years now.  Most of mowing is on or off of Main St. Mayor Armbrewster does not see why it cannot be closed, he asks Clerk-Treasurer Maguire to look into the process of using those funds toward the lawn mower and possibly having a public hearing next meeting.  Supervisor Laney received a request remove a tree beside a resident’s driveway as he would like to expand. The Board has always taken a stance on cutting down a good tree. The roots do not get into the approach. If he parks on the road, he has received tickets. Mayor Armbrewster states the Village Board will not cut the tree down at tax payers expense to allow a resident to expand his driveway, all responsibilities will fall on the homeowner at the homeowners cost. Trying our best with water quality and still a 9% water loss. Water District 4 will cause loss water to increase. 
A Motion was made by Trustee D’alba to approve the WWC seminar at a cost of $15 per person on May 6th, 2015 in Newfane, NY, Second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba, Stevens.    Carried

12. Clerk’s Report:  Clerk Treasurer Maguire reports that Crazy Cheap Cars, Mike Ognibene, has requested approval for a UPS Drop Box to be placed in front of his building on Main St. It can be completed; it would be a drop box to deliver an envelope, not a package. Mayor Armbrewster states the Village Board would allow that under the guidance, inspection and approval from DPW Supervisor Laney and his signing off. If Supervisor Laney does not agree with it will not be allowed and erected. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Steven to allow the UPS Drop Box contingent on Supervisor Laney’s approval of all aspects of the build and completeion, Second by Trustee D’alba. 


Clerk Treasurer Maguire presented a letter from the Oakfield Lions Club to waive Garage Sale fees On June 13th, 2015 for the Village wide garage sale.

A Motion was made by Trustee D’alba to approve the waiver of Garage Sale fee for June 13th, 2015, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba, Stevens. Carried.
Clerk Treasurer Maguire presented the Board with potential Credit Card terminals and options for payment. Presented were presentations from Xpress-Pay, Credit Cards.com, Bank of Castile and M&T Bank. Clerk Treasurer Maguire recommends an offset of expense by imposing a legal “convenience fee” for all swipes. He would like to have this up and running by end of summer. 
A Motion was made Trustee D’alba to approve Bank of Castile as the Merchant service of choice with the Village of Oakfield, second by Trustee Stevens. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba, Stevens. Carried
A Motion was made by Trustee D’alba to impose “convenience fees” of $3 per $100 spent on the Credit Card, for any type of transaction on any type of bills paid, second by Trustee Boring. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba, Stevens. Carried.
Clerk Treasurer Maguire presented an application for onetime credit for Russ Betters who had a leak in his basement. 

A Motion was made by Trustee Stevens to approve the onetime credit on R. Betters April bill, second by Trustee Boyle. Ayes: Boring, Boyle, D’alba, Stevens.  Carried

Clerk-Treasurer Maguire presented a proposal from WNY Insurance who has asked the board to consider allowing them to present a proposal for insurance needs. Trustee D’alba states the amount of paper work needed for a proposal is very time consuming. The Board is very happy with NYMIR and Lawley and do not see a need for this. As one of the first members of NYMIR, the Village’s rates and coverage are some of the best. No Motion was made.
Mayor Armbrewster asked about the potential of receiving a smart board from Boces smart board? Trustee Boyle will make a phone call. The Mayor has been working hard on water issues. There is a baby on the way and will likely take 2 weeks to be with family. Triangle Park looks great, the Christmas trees were an issue, will talk to betterment. 

A Motion was made by Trustee D’alba close the public hearing @ 8:53 PM on Resolution # 7-2015: Amending Appendix A of Water Rules and Regulations that Pertain to Rates effective June 1st, 2015, second by Trustee Stevens.  Ayes: Boyle, D’alba, Boring, Stevens.      Carried
A Motion was made by Trustee Boring close the public hearing @ 8:54 PM on Resolution # 8- 2015: Increasing the Sewer Rate effective June 1st, 2015, second by Trustee Stevens.  Ayes: Boyle, D’alba, Boring, Stevens.      Carried

RESOLUTION # 7  – 2015  AMENDING APPENDIX A  OF WATER RULES AND REGULATIONS

           ADOPTED JUNE, 1990.  Effective June 1, 2015
APPENDIX A  - FEE SCHEDULE 
UNIT DEFINITION    

Residential/Commercial    Each single-family residential dwelling shall be considered one unit and will typically have a 1-inch or less service line and a ¾ inch meter.  Included in this category will be single family houses, mobile homes, and individual apartments.  Multiple single-family dwellings on the same parcel of land will each be considered an individual unit.  Seasonal or non-continuous occupancy will not be taken into consideration when determining what constitutes a unit.  Any facility will be considered as a minimum of one unit.  

Agricultural   Agricultural facilities will be assigned an equivalent number of units based on the following method:    The average daily usage divided by 1,500 gpd = number of units.  Average daily usage will be determined by prior year history – to be reviewed annually.  The number of units for new accounts will be based on the 1st quarter of usage, and will be adjusted at the end of the 1st full year.

Service connection charges include a maximum of fifty (50) feet of service line.  Any Village installed service line installed past fifty (50) feet shall be billed at the Village’s cost of construction, including cost of material and the going hourly rates for labor and equipment.

RESOLUTION # 9  - 2015 -  A RESOLUTION TO APPROVE THE CLOSING OF STREETS WITHIN THE VILLAGE OF OAKFIELD FOR THE ANNUAL MEMORIAL DAY PARADE  ON ~ MAY 25th , 2015 ~


WHEREAS, the Hiram G. Luhman Post #626, as part of the annual Memorial Day Celebration, has scheduled a “Memorial Day Parade” to take place on Monday, May 25, 2014, from 11:00 a.m. until approximately 11:30 a.m.


WHEREAS, the proposed parade routes include a portion of New York State Route 63, located within the Village of Oakfield between its north boundary and South Pearl Street, just south of the intersection of Drake Street (New York State Route 262), 


WHEREAS, the Village Board of Trustees of the Village of Oakfield has determined that it is necessary to close a portion New York State Route 63 within the Village of Oakfield as described herein in order to adequately protect the health, safety and welfare of the participants in the parade and spectators along the parade route,


NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED AND ORDERED by the Village Board of the Village of Oakfield, New York that a portion of New York State Route 63 shall be closed within the Village of Oakfield, New York on Monday, May 25, 2015 at approximately 11:00 a.m. in order to permit the passage of a parade along said route, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that said road shall be reopened to the passage of vehicular traffic as soon as practicable after the conclusion of said parade, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AND ORDERED, that during the aforementioned periods of time New York State Route 63 shall be closed as follows: 


1. Genesee County Sheriff’s Department and/or Oakfield Fire Department Fire Police will close New York State Route 63 (Main Street) northbound at the intersection of North Pearl Street, and New York State Route 63 (Main Street) southbound at the intersection of Broadway Avenue, and will be available at those intersections to provide alternate directions. 


2.  Road closing barricades and/or Fire Department Fire Police will be at all access streets, namely: Cary Avenue, Gibson Street, Forest Avenue, Maple Avenue, Water Street, Drake Street and North Pearl Street to prevent traffic from entering Main Street.  


3.  The Genesee County Sheriff’s Department will lead the parade with a patrol car and follow the end of the parade with a patrol car.
